The Hart County Board of Commissioners met August 26th, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer

13. Old Business 

a) New Campus Brick Bid Award 

Commissioner Reyen moved to award the new campus brick bid to Ford Lumber Company. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

a)  Drive Apron for Crystal Farms on Airline Goldmine Road 

Commissioner Dorsey explained that this large commercial poultry operation is dragging large stones into the County road and creating a safety hazard.  Commissioner Reyen moved to approve construction of a ten foot drive apron at the entrance to Crystal Farms located on Airline Goldmine Road. Commissioner Brown    provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Approval of DFACs Van Program 2009

Commissioner Mize moved to approve the DFACs Van Program for fiscal year 2009. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. 
Commissioner Reyen questioned why the state’s participation in the program is decreasing and the county’s costs are increasing DFACs Director Tom Mullenix responded that the county does not get reimbursed for trips to the VA Hospital and the dialysis center. He is negotiating with DHR and the VA Administration for assistance. 

County Attorney Gordon noted that according to the contract agreement(Paragraph #110) the contract may be cancelled or terminated by either of the parties without cause by the contractor upon 60 days prior written notice to DNR; or 30 days prior written notice by DNR. 

The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Hospital Board Appointment Recommendations 

Commissioner Reyen moved to recommend Tony Hilton to fill the unexpired term of Robert Ridgway, Jr., whose term expires December 31, 2010; recommend Scott Hardigree, Gordon Erwin and Mildred (Pudge) Smith, whose terms will expire December 31, 2011. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
d) Rec Officials Agreement  

Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt the Rec Officials Agreement. Chairman Oglesby   provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
