The Hart County Board of Commissioners met July 26, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Brandon Johnson presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, William Myers and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by the Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Johnson called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Johnson welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Dorsey commented that a Real Estate vote was taken at the last BOC meeting that needs to be discussed in an open meeting.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to remove Executive Session Real Estate item from the agenda. Motion died from lack of a second.

County Administrator Jon Caime recognized Warden Frankie Teasley and Representative Alan Powell for their assistance with the inmate mobile construction crew. The mobile construction crew will replace the porch at the District Attorney’s office and build restroom facilities at the MEGA ramp. These projects will be at cost.

Commissioner Reyen moved to award the bid to Dillard Sporting Goods. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Real Estate 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to not purchase the real estate that was approved at the last BOC meeting. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

a) Door to Door Sales Ordinance 

The issue was turned over to County Administrator Jon Caime to review. 

b) B&W Application for Charles K. Robinson DBA Bad Habit Grill (formerly Members Only) 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the application. Motion died from lack of a second.

Commissioner Reyen moved to accept 0.080 miles of Farmers Lane to be maintained as a dirt road into the county road system. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) FY2012 GDOT Agreement for the 5311 Transit Program 

Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt the GDOT agreement. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

e) Renewal of COE Boat Ramp Lease (Bradberry, Rocky Ford, Reed Creek)  

Commissioner Reyen moved to renew the COE boat ramp lease. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
