The Hart County Board of Commissioners met April 11th, 2006 at 5:30 p.m. in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize and Ricky Carter in attendance. 
1. Prayer
Prayer was offered by Rev. Florence Gaines. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to order 

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Agenda

Commissioners Oglesby entertained a motion to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Commissioner Carter noted that he has gotten his questions answered for the Bowersville Fire Department project and does not have a problem with it. 

Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the March 28th and March 30th, 2006 meetings as amended. Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon gave a brief report on the Chatham County case seeking relief for housing state inmates in the county jail facility. He also reported on several House Bills and Senate Bills that are awaiting the Governors review and signature. 
9. County Administrator's Report 

County Administrator Jon Caime was on vacation with his family.

10. Chairman's Report 

Chairman Dorsey announced a Work Session is scheduled April 25th, 2006 at 5:30 p.m.; the Board of Tax Assessors has requested a meeting (the BOC members are to give Lisa Evans dates that they will be available to meet); a called meeting is scheduled April 13th at noon; the 2005 audit report is available for the public. 

11. Commissioners' Reports 
Commissioner Carter read a report about how much ARC grant funding other counties and municipalities have received. He noted that he did not believe Hart County is getting our fair share of grant funds and needs someone to go to bat for the county. 

12. Consent Agenda

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the subdivision requests and noted that the subdivision roads will not be adopted into the county road system. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

13. Old Business
a) Confederate Resolution 

Commissioner Carter entertained a motion to adopt the Confederate Resolution. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. 

Rev. Gaines commented on the subject matter. 

Commissioner Reyen noted that he has a great deal of knowledge of the civil war and has respect for both sides. However, it was a war that rose in armed rebellion against the U.S. government. During the past two meetings he has noticed that there has been discrimination of veterans and if the resolution is passed he could only conclude that the BOC supports veterans only if they are not veterans of the U.S. Armed forces. 
The motion carried 4-0 (Commissioner Reyen abstained). 

b) Vanna Fire Department

Commissioner Carter presented his list of questions pertaining to the expansion projects. Several members of the fire department were available to answer some of the questions. 
Commissioner Carter noted that he is fine with the Vanna project to move forward. However, most of his concerns have been with the bid specs.  He further stated that he is fine with the Bowersville project to move forward also.
14. New Business  

a) Gratitude Resolution 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to adopt the Gratitude Resolution. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Reyen noted that he hoped that everyone with sincerity will express gratitude and appreciation for individuals that have served and continue to serve to preserve our liberty and freedom. 

The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Tennis Court Reconstruction Change Order 

Recreation Director Lawanda Curry noted that the Rec. Advisory Board recommended replacing the fencing around the tennis courts at $9,500. 

Commissioner Mize entertained a motion to approve the change order. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-2 (Chairman Dorsey and Commissioner Oglesby opposed). 

c) Resolution in Support of Using PCB Settlement Moneys in Hart County

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to adopt the resolution. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion and recommended that a copy of the resolution be forwarded to our state and federal representatives. The motion carried 5-0. 
15. Public Comment 

Eddie McCurley commented on the distance requirements set forth in the beer & wine ordinance in reference to Max Saver convenience store located on the corner of 29N and Liberty Hill Road. 

After discussing the issue, Commissioner Mize suggested that the issue be placed on the next work session agenda.
