The Hart County Board of Commissioners met May 12, 2015 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Jimmy Carey presided with Commissioners Frankie Teasley, Ricky Carter and Joey Dorsey in attendance. Commissioner R C Oglesby was absent due to a death in his family. 

1. Prayer

Rev. Brad Goss offered prayer. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Carey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Carey welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to amend the agenda to move item 12h to 13 f; add Executive session – real estate and approve the agenda. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s) 

4/28/15 Regular Meeting 

Commissioner Teasley moved to amend and approve the meeting minutes of the April 28, 2015 meeting. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

None 

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

None 

9. County Administrator’s Report 

County Administrator Jon Caime did not have anything to report. 

10. Chairman’s Report 

Chairman Carey reported that Commissioner Oglesby’s sister passed and offered condolences to him and his family. 

11. Commissioners’ Reports 

Commissioner Teasley reported Whitworth Parole Center’s is continuing to provide a detail to pick up litter along county roads. He commended Jud Bailey for arranging the Lake Hartwell Dam Run event.   Commissioner Teasley asked the County Public Works Director to look into the concerns raised about handicap access at the library.
Commissioner Carter challenged each commissioner to review the county ordinances and move forward with updating the various ones. 

Commissioner Dorsey announced Hart County will host the 7 – 8 year old All-star District games and the Appraisal staff will mail the tax assessment notices out on time this year (first time in over 6 years). 

12. Old Business 

a) Rec Maintenance Building Bid Opening 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to defer the bids to County Administrator Caime and Recreation Director Jim Owens for review and recommendation. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

b) Rec Concession Building Mechanicals Bid Opening 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to defer the bids to County Administrator Caime and Recreation Director Owens for review and recommendation. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

c) Rec Score Tower Building Staircase Bid Opening 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to defer the bids to County Administrator Caime and Recreation Director Owens for review and recommendation. The motion carried 4-0. 

d) Rec Reel Mower Bid Opening 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to defer the bids to County Administrator Caime and Recreation Director Owens to review state contract price and recommendation. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

e) Poultry House Moratorium Action Taken for Singleton at 4/28 meeting 

County Administrator requested clarification on the action taken by the BOC concerning granting a variance for Singleton during the April 28 meeting.  He explained that questions have been raised on the validity of this permit due to the fact that the owner of the property is not the one who will be building the structures.  The current County building permit ordinance 18-32 states: “A building permit may be obtained by the property owner at the county administrative office.” 

Commissioner Dorsey moved that a variance go with the property. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Dorsey stated the setbacks for the proposed poultry houses far exceed what most setbacks require. 

Chairman Carey asked Mr. Singleton if he is the owner of the property. Mr. Singleton responded that he represents the owner, the buyers, and a representative from Fieldale Farms attendance. 

Commissioner Dorsey stated the intent for the moratorium would allow time for the BOC to develop an ordinance with specific setbacks and guidelines. He stated for those that are in the process that the BOC will consider variances on a case-by-case basis.  He also stated that Fieldale Farms has a reputation of being a good neighbor. 

Nancy Hardigree voiced concerns about the impact on the YMCA with the close proximity to the 1,500 member facility. 

Fieldale representative Ken Martin reported that the company provides chickens, feed and expertise to local growers. He explained that odor is not a problem as long as litter does not get wet; growers are required to condition the litter between each flock.

He also stated that potential land buyers are not willing to purchase property if they cannot get a construction permit. 

Commissioner Carter inquired about the number of times a year poultry houses are cleaned out. Ken Martin responded once per year either early spring of fall. 

Chairman Carey called for a vote. Motion 2-2 (clarification of permit validity not determined). 

f) Revision to County Ordinance Section 2-56 Public Hearing 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to open the public hearing. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.   County Attorney Walter Gordon advised that the desired revisions should not be placed in section 2-56 which refers to the role of the Chairman and it is his opinion that the BOC should consider a new separate section of this ordinance for this proposed revision. 
g) Revision to County Ordinance Section 2-56 Third and Final Reading 

Based on the advice of the County Attorney, Commissioner Dorsey moved to table the issue. Chairman Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

h) Poultry Farm Property Line Setback Ordinance First Reading 

Item was moved to follow at the end of the meeting agenda. 

i) Bid Award Fire Dept. Turnout Gear 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to award the bid to Bennett Fire Products based on the recommendation of the fire department. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

j) Bid Award Ambulance

Commissioner Dorsey moved to award the bid to Emergency Vehicle Sales based on the recommendation of the EMS Director Chairman Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

k) Building Maintenance Needs 

Commissioner Carter explained that he requested this item plus the two following items be placed on the agenda for budgeting purposes. No action was taken. 

l) Equipment Maintenance Needs 

No action was taken. 

m) Scrap Equipment Planes 

No action was taken. 

n) Cherokee Court Road 

PW Director Caime explained that one of the original tasks he was hired for as Public Works Director was to organize and plan the County roads system.  At that time there were almost 12 differing roads inventories listing County roads. Through research one official list of County roads was adopted.  At the time it was adopted there was an understanding that some roads that were official county roads may have inadvertently been removed from the official list. This could be corrected in the future through actions of the BOC to add those roads back into the County road system.  

Commissioner Dorsey moved to ratify the BOC’s action taken June 4, 1990 to recognize Cherokee Court Road as a county road. Chairman Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

13. New Business 

a) Hart County Driving Tour Presentation 

Nancy Clark presented the driving tour brochure that has 109 sites identified; brochures have been placed at the Welcome Center, Library, Chamber and the Administrative office. 

b) Rec Dept Request to bid Football and Cheerleading (Uniforms, Pictures and Equipment) 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve the request to bid the items. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

c) Addison Poultry House Variance Request 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to grant the variance pending updated information from Wayne Farms. Motion died from lack of a second. 

d) DFACs Building Lease Agreement 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve the lease agreement. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

e) Bailey Farms Poultry House Moratorium Variance Request 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to grant the variance pending updated letter from Wayne Farms. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

14. Public Comment

15. Executive Session – Real Estate 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to exit into Executive Session to discuss real estate matters. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

With no further action taken during Executive Session, Commissioner Dorsey moved to exit and convene the regular session. Commissioner Teasley provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

During the regular session, Commissioner Dorsey moved to authorize the County Attorney to offer $7,500 and the removal of the current reverter clause for the existing fire station property, for property adjacent to the Goldmine Fire Station for the purpose of construction of an EMS substation. Chairman Carey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

      h) Poultry Farm Property Line Setback Ordinance First Reading 

The BOC then held a lengthy discussion on the proposed setback ordinance. No action was taken. 

16. Adjournment 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
