Called Meeting Minutes

January 4, 2011

5:30 p.m.

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners Bill Meyers, Dan Reyen, RC Oglesby, and Brandon Johnson in attendance.  

Commissioner Reyen made a motion to amend the agenda to add the Hart County Property Owners Association (POA).  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Oglesby and passed 5-0.

1.  Board Appointment/BOA:

Commissioner Johnson made a motion to appoint Jim Dennis to the Board of Assessors (three year term expires 12/31/13).  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Reyen and passed 5-0.

2.  POA:
POA Vice President Bill Fogerty gave a brief presentation of the POA’s suggested course of action for the 2009 revaluation suggesting the efforts concentrate on the 2009 digest.  He stated the POA’s opinion is that the 2008 property values should be the base for the new property values.  The POA also suggested that the remaining three existing BOA board members that have been involved in the revaluation should be replaced in order to get a fresh perspective on this situation.

Commissioner Oglesby pointed out that there should be harmony between the BOA and the BOC and suggested the BOC treat people with respect and kindness.
Commissioner Johnson questioned the status of the meeting of Commissioner Reyen and Chairman Dorsey with the DOR Commissioner.  Chairman Dorsey explained that with the change in the DOR Commissioner, the meeting will be postponed until possibly late February. 

Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to have the County Attorney draft a letter to Vicki Lambert of the GA DOR requesting advice on the 2009 revaluation.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion, the motion passed 5-0.
Chairman Dorsey questioned when the DOR Sales Report will be issued.  

3. Executive Session-Potential Litigation

Commissioner Reyen made a motion to enter into executive session for the purpose of discussing potential litigation.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 5-0.

Commissioner Reyen made a motion to exit executive session and reenter the called meeting.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 5-0.

In the regular meeting, Chairman Dorsey stated that considerable discussion took place on a matter of potential litigation but that no action will be taken tonight and this matter is expected to be continued to be discussed at the next regular meeting.

With no further action, Commissioner Oglesby then made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 5-0.
