Board of Directors Meeting February 18, 2008

The Hart County Water & Sewer Utility Authority met February 18, 2008 in the Hart County Cooperative Extension Service Building.  Chairman Dave Stafford called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm. with Secretary/Treasurer Larry Haley, Jerry Cleveland, and Michael Partlow present.  Vice Chairman Wade Carlton was absent.  Director Pat Goran, Legal Counsel Walter Gordon and employee Kathy Breffle were also present.  Guests attending the meeting included Hart County residents Jerry Cannady, Don Styles, Marilyn Styles, Gene Stovall, Debbie Owens, Vickie Adams, Mary Ann Dutton, Sharon Cornelison, and Roger Heaton

Approval of agenda 
Mr. Stafford directed that the item “Employee health care, retirement plans” be removed from the agenda and that an executive session be added.  Mr. Stafford asked for a motion to accept his changes and Mr. Cleveland so moved.  Mr. Haley seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.

Introduction of invited guests and presentations by invited guests 
No action was taken.
Approval of January 14th regular meeting minutes 

Mr. Stafford asked for a motion to accept the minutes and Mr. Haley so moved.  Mr. Partlow seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.

Financial report  
Mr. Stafford presented a new financial spreadsheet to the director; no discussion took place about this new spreadsheet.  Mr. Haley made a motion to accept the previously-sent financials and Mr. Cleveland seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.

Old business

Eastside Phase 2 CDBG project status 
Mr. Goran provided a brief status report on the project.  The Board took no action.
Request for water service - Harbin Road / Pebble Point Road 
Mr. Cleveland requested this item be tabled to end of meeting once all proposed requests for water service were heard.  

Requests for water service - Rocky Ford Road / Shoal Creek Church Road area
After hearing requests from Sharon Cornelison and Don Styles, Mr. Cleveland made a motion that Ms. Cornelison, Mr. Stafford, and Mr. Goran meet to discuss additional possibilities to get water on Rocky Ford Road.  Mr. Haley seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Proposed Savannah River Club development

Mr. Haley made a motion to table any discussion of extending lines onto side roads until the Hwy. 181 water line is completed.  Mr. Cleveland seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

GEFA loan application for Old 29 project
After hearing from Jerry Cannady, Mr. Haley made a motion to table discussion of this loan and Mr. Partlow seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.

Employment Incentive Program grant application 
Mr. Goran indicated he had received a letter of support from Crystal Farms and was expecting a similar letter from Cobb-Vantress soon.  The Board took no action.

New business

Employee health care, retirement plans 
Mr. Stafford directed that this item be removed from the agenda and that an executive session be added to discuss employee health care insurance and a retirement plan offered per employee policies.
Request for water service - Seawright Lane 
After a brief discussion of this request, the Board took no action.

Request for water service - Allen Acres Road / J Bird Lane 

After a discussion about possible costs for this project and hearing from Gene Stovall, the Board asked for multiple bids for the construction of this project.  

Proposed subdivision on Elizabeth Road

After hearing from Roger Heaton and discussing the alternatives for supplying water to this proposed development, Mr. Haley made a motion to allow Mr. Heaton to connect to HCWSUA’s existing water line on Elizabeth Road and at his expense to run the water line to his farthest lot on Elizabeth Road.  Mr. Cleveland seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Request for water service - Collier Road
The Board asked Mr. Goran to meet with Charles Craft to discuss this further.
Public comments

Jerry Cannady addressed the Board.

Director’s comments

Mr. Goran advised the Board that EPD had loosened some of the restrictions on outside watering.  The Board decided not to accept these changes and to have Hart County remain in a strict Level 4 drought restriction policy.

Members’ comments

Mr. Partlow made a motion to proceed with the Harbin Road/Pebble Point Road project.  Mr. Haley seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.

Upcoming meetings - March 17th, April 21st 
Executive Session

Mr. Haley made a motion to enter executive session and Mr. Cleveland seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.  After exiting executive session, Mr. Cleveland made a motion to authorize an expenditure for health care insurance premiums only equal to the county’s current contribution.  Mr. Haley seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Partlow made a motion to adjourn and Mr. Haley seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.
