Called Meeting

July 20, 2011

The Hart County Board of Commissioners had a called meeting July 20, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Brandon Johnson presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, William Myers and Joey Dorsey present. Commissioner Daniel Reyen was absent from the meeting. 

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that there are two recommendations of the BOA regarding personnel that needs the action taken by the BOC. 

1. The BOA has accepted the resignation of Rebecca Duncan effective August 15, 2011, and the Assessors recommend that Mrs. Duncan be placed on administrative leave receiving pay and benefits during the period of administrative leave, and the she be paid for any accrued leave. 

Commissioner Myers moved to ratify the BOA’s acceptance of Mrs. Duncan’s resignation, and that Mrs. Duncan receive pay and benefits during the period of administrative leave, and that she be paid for any accrued leave. I further move that the Chairman be authorized to execute any documentation necessary to implement the motion. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

2. The BOA has accepted the resignation of Bruce Grant effective August 15, 2011, and the Assessors recommend that Mr. Grant be placed on administrative leave receiving pay and benefits during the period of administrative leave, and the he be paid for any accrued leave. 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to ratify the BOA’s acceptance of Bruce Grant’s resignation, and that Mr. Grant receive pay and benefits during the period of administrative leave, and that she be paid for any accrued leave. I further move that the Chairman be authorized to execute any documentation necessary to implement the motion. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

County Attorney Gordon reported that the BOA has extended an employment offer to Wayne Patrick for the Chief Appraiser position. Mr. Patrick has accepted that offer and will begin employment with the county July 25, 2011. 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
