Approximately 40 council members, partners and guests attended the full Council meeting held at the Dillard House.  Lane Gresham of the Northeast Georgian was also in attendance.
Jeanette Jamieson called the meeting to order at 11:30 a.m.  

Patrick Marcellino, Rabun County Commission Chairman welcomed the group.

Following the Pledge of Allegiance, Ms. Jamieson recognized elected officials and RC&D partners.  She also thanked Rabun County and Towns County for sponsoring the lunch.  Ms. Jamieson informed the attendees that Tammy Ferguson (wife of Forrest Ferguson, NRCS District Conservationist) had passed away on May 29 and asked everyone to keep that family in their prayers.
Edsel Nix offered the invocation.

Following the meal, Ms. Jamieson gave a brief update on recent Council activities.  She recognized Franklin County as being the recipient of the largest single award last year.  This occurred through their participation in the North Fork Broad River 319(h) grant.  Through this grant, the Council was able to reimburse Franklin County for over $106,000 in expenses incurred while addressing water quality issues in the North Fork Broad River watershed.

Jimmy Bramblett, NRCS Assistant State Conservationist and Georgia RC&D Program Manager, congratulated the Council on being one of only five councils in Georgia that have achieved the Circle of Diamonds recognition by the National RC&D Association.

Nianne Mullis, Special Projects Administrator, gave a brief update on the Council’s newest program, providing low-cost rain barrels to the community.  Presentations were made to those individuals who have been extremely helpful in making the program a success.
