Approximately thirty additional guests and partners attended. 
Jeanette Jamieson, Chestatee-Chattahoochee RC&D president, called the meeting to order at 11:00 a.m.  

Katheryn Granberg, Rabun County Commissioner was introduced and welcomed the group.

John Wallace, Sales Manager for B&B Oil Company presented information on alternative road treatments.

Jimmy Bramblett, NRCS Assistant State Conservationist, gave a brief NRCS/RC&D update.

Chris Groskreutz, NRCS/RC&D Coordinator, provided an update on upcoming opportunities for communities in the Council area.  These opportunities include, but are not limited to, the North Georgia Tree Planting Initiative, Georgia’s Statewide EBT Farmer’s Market Implementation Project, and Better Back Roads in the Coosa River Basin. Information on these three programs was provided as a handout and those interested in participating or receiving more information were urged to contact the office as soon as possible.  In addition to this handout, the Council’s 2009 Annual Report and the Georgia Better Back Roads Manual were distributed.
Ms. Jamieson reported that, as a result of the decision that Atlanta can no longer obtain drinking water from Lake Lanier, there is a proposal pending to transfer water from Lake Burton, Lake Hartwell, the Tennessee River Basin and West Point Lake to address this need.  This is a cause for concern for every city and county in the Council area.  This pending proposal will be presented at the full council meeting.  Jeanette will provide written information for Susan to distribute to the cities and counties.

The Council plans to hold meetings next year in March, June, September and December.  It was decided that a letter will be sent to each county requesting sponsorship for the upcoming quarterly meetings.
