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Hart County Board of Commissioners

Called Meeting Minutes
August 17, 2010
5:30 p.m.

The Hart County Board of Commissioners held a called meeting on Tuesday August 17, 2010 starting at 5:30 pm.  Commissioner Ken Brown was absent.  

The agenda was amended to add “Temporary Dock at Mega Ramp”.  Commissioner Reyen made a motion to approve the amended agenda, Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  Motion passed 3-0 (Commissioner Oglesby was temporarily absent).
1.  Bid Opening Rec Football Photography:  Four Bids were received:

· Little Photography (A-$25, B-$25, C-$30, D-$10, 10% gross donation to Rec)

· Sportography (A-$7.95, B-$9.95, C-$8.95, D-$4, 35% gross donation to Rec)

· Custom Color Sports (A-$18, B-$21, C-$21, D-$8, 25% gross donation to Rec)

· Sherri Pellegrino Photography (A-$15, B-$18, C-$15, D-$8, 10% gross donation to Rec)

Commissioner Reyen made a motion to turn the bids over to County Administrator Jon Caime and Rec Director Jim Owens for review.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.
2.  Bid Opening Rec Equipment Sod Cutter:  Two Bids were received:

· Landscape Supply: $3,799.40
· Powell Bros. Tractor: $3,955.49
Chairman Dorsey made a motion to turn the bids over to County Administrator Jon Caime and Rec Director Jim Owens for review.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.

3.  Bid Opening Rec Football Uniforms:  Four Bids were received:

· Riddle: Jerseys: No Bid, Pants $17.40 Youth, $18 Adults
· Dillards: Jerseys $15.50 Youth, $15.50 Adults, Pants $15.50 Youth
· Home Team: Jerseys: $11.38 Youth, $11.88 Adults, Pants $19.98 Youth, $24.98 Adults

· Karew: Jerseys: $21 Youth, $23 Adults, Pants $21 Youth, $25 Adults

Commissioner Reyen made a motion to turn the bids over to County Administrator Jon Caime and Rec Director Jim Owens for review.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.

4.  Bid Opening Rec Cheerleading Uniforms:  One Bid was received:

· Karew: Tops: $22 Youth, $23 Adults; Skirt $15 Youth, $16 Adults; Bloomers $6 Youth, $7 Adults; Poms $11, Hair Bow $7
Commissioner Reyen made a motion to turn the bid over to County Administrator Jon Caime and Rec Director Jim Owens for review.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.

5.  Bid Opening Rec Fence Installation:  One Bid was received.  Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to table the bid opening.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.

6.  Temporary Dock for the Mega Ramp:  Commissioner Reyen explained that there are a few tournaments lined up in the near future and that a dock will not be in place in time for these tournaments.  The US Corps of Engineers (COE) has stated that an existing permitted dock on Lake Hartwell could be moved to the Mega Ramp site.  He then made a motion to send a letter to the COE requesting permission to allow a temporary dock to be placed at the Mega Ramp Park.  Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.

7.  Executive Session Potential Litigation:  Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to exit into executive session.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.  

Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to exit executive session and enter into the called meeting.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.  

8.  Bid Award Rec Football Photography:  RD Owens recommended award to the low bidder Sportography.  Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to award this bid to Sportography pending a review by RD Owens and CA Caime of the references of this bidder. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.

9.  Bid Award Rec Football Uniforms:  RD Owens recommended award to the low bidder Dillards.  Chairman Dorsey made a motion to award this bid to Dilliards. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.

10.  Bid Award Rec Cheerleading Uniforms:  RD Owens recommended award to the only bidder Karew.  Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to award this bid to Karew. Chairman Dorsey

provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.  

11.  Football Helmets:  RD Owens explained that he has inspected the County supply of football helmets and identified that we have 152 helmets however we have 205 enrolled in the program.  He stated that some participants prefer to use their own equipment.  Of the 152 helmets the County owns 55% are older than 10 years. He is recommending that the helmets older than 10 years should be replaced.  

Chairman Dorsey commented that the County recently purchased new football equipment and noted that the football supplies line item expenditures seemed off with spending of $8,000 in FY08 and approximately $25,000 in FY04-07.  CA Caime responded that he will perform an audit of the records for this line item and prepare a report to the BOC on any findings. 
Commissioner Johnson then made a motion to allow RD Owens to secure prices for the purchase of new helmets for approval of CA Caime within the $10,000 purchasing limit and that no personal equipment will be allowed to be used by the participants.  Chairman Dorsey recommended RD Owens get prices from Team Outfitters in Royston also.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-0.  

Commissioner Reyen then made a motion to adjourn the called meeting, seconded by Commissioner Johnson, passed 4-0.
