Appeal Hearing of Beer and Wine License Suspension for 

Royal Food Store 8742 Royston Highway

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met February 9, 2010 after their 5:30 p.m. regularly scheduled BOC meeting at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center for the purpose of an appeal hearing of a beer and wine license suspension for Royal Food Store 8742 Royston Highway.
Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners RC Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Ken Brown and Brandon Johnson in attendance.

County Attorney Walter Gordon presented the facts of the suspension.  County Administrator Jon Caime then presented the chronological chain of events as outlined in his February 1, 2010 memo to the Hart County BOC on this suspension.  CA Caime explained that the BOC’s action on 1/12/10 required this store to present a State License with an issued date prior to 1/12/10 and that this location did not meet this requirement with an issued date of 1/16/2010.

The owner of this store, Ms. Syeda Farzeena Tausif then presented her appeal to the BOC.   She stated that she was in the hospital and had not received notification of the pending suspension.  She stated that the State’s license was pending at the time of the BOC’s action on 1/12/2010.

Chairman Dorsey responded that the County used the applicants address when contacting her and that the Sheriff’s office had notified the store that the County License was not active however a sale took place on 1/29/2010 without an active County License.  He stated that the owner had a lack of responsibility in not responding to the BOC’s actions.

Commissioner Oglesby then made a motion to suspend the license for two months and then the store owner can reapply (March 1).  The motion died from lack of second.  After further discussion Commissioner Oglesby then made a motion to suspend the license for 30 days and no cost to reinstate.  This motion died from a lack of a second.  
After further discussion, Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to reinstate the County license on February 15, 2010.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion and the motion passed 4-1 (Commissioner Johnson opposed).

Commissioner Oglesby then made a motion to close the hearing.  Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion which passed 5-0.
