The Hart County Board of Commissioners met October 9, 2007 at 5:30 p.m. in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman R.C. Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance.  Commissioner Gary Mize was absent.

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Eddie Simmons of the Hartwell Alliance Church.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Call to Order

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order.

4. Welcome

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance.

5. Approve Agenda
County Administrator Jon Caime requested an addition of Executive Session-Real Estate matters.  Also, Mr. Caime requested an addition under the consent agenda of a sub-division on Vickery Street Extension.

Commissioner Dorsey requested item 13d under old business be removed.

Commissioner Dorsey entered a motion to approve with the amendments.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Dorsey stated that the minutes of the 9/25/07 Regular Meeting pertaining to item #14b Adoption of 2008 Budget should include his comments verbatim.  Commissioner Dorsey entered a motion to approve the minutes as amended.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 3-1.  Commissioner Reyen voted no to the motion.

7. Remarks by invited Guests, Committees, Authorities

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads

County Attorney Walter Gordon that on September 25, 2007 he attended a day-long hearing with the State Election Board concerning a voter having been placed in an incorrect Commissioner District for the 2006 election.  Mr. Gordon reviewed the actions of the Board of Registrars and had found no intent of error.

9. County Administrator’s Report

Administrator Caime announced a public hearing was held 9/25/07 on the Community assessment of the Comprehensive Land use plan. 
Mr. Caime announced the bid for the Orthophotographic re-mapping of the county for the Board of Assessors is now in progress and will be received by the Board of Commissioners on 11/13/2007.

10. Chairman’s Report

Chairman Oglesby asked if the county was eligible for a Community Development Block Grant.  Administrator Caime responded that the Water & Sewer Authority is working through a CDBG at the present time installing the waterline along SB White and Liberty Hill Roads and the next eligible time for application period would be April 2008.

Chairman Oglesby announced the Christmas tree for the Courthouse Square is on order and there will be an additional cost for shipping.

11. Commissioners’ Reports

Commissioner District # 2—Commissioner Reyen had nothing to report.

Commissioner District #3—Commissioner Mize was absent

Commissioner District #4—Commissioner Brown had nothing to report.

Commissioner District #5—Commissioner Dorsey reported a problem with tree limbs in the county ROW along Evalena Drive damaging school buses.  

Chairman Oglesby expressed concern with using the bush hog side-arm as permanent damage could be caused to the trees.  

Administrator Caime responded the Road Department personnel would take of the problem.

12. Consent Agenda

Vickery Street Extension Subdivision: Administrator Caime reported that every thing is in order on this ten lot subdivision.  Chairman Oglesby entered a motion to accept the sub-division.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

13. Old Business

a) Cedar Pond Creek Crossing Bid Award

Administrator Caime recommended awarding the bid to the lowest bidder being B & M Excavating.  Chairman Oglesby entered a motion to accept the bid of B & M Excavating.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the bid.  Commissioner Dorsey asked, per his previous request at the 9/25 meeting, if any of the work could be done by the County Road Department personnel, in order to save on the over all project cost.  Chairman Oglesby expressed concern about using Road Department personnel on this project and the delay that would cause on other work currently scheduled to be competed by the Road Dept.  
Chairman Oglesby called for the vote to accept the B & M Excavating.  Commissioners Reyen and Oglesby voted yes and Commissioners Brown and Dorsey voted no.
Commissioner Dorsey entered a motion to have Administrator Caime research how much of the work can be done in-house.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  Commissioners Dorsey and Brown voted yes and Commissioners Oglesby and Reyen voted no.

 No further action was taken on the bid award.

b) Full Time Fire Chief

Administrator Caime announced the actions of the volunteer fire department members meeting held October 5th, 2007.  Their motion to agree with recommendation of the Hart County Fire Advisory Board to proceed with the hiring of a full time chief for the Hart County Fire Department carried with 60 yes and 12 no votes.
Their second motion of if the volunteer fire department wanted to rescind the bylaws on how the fire chief is elected and amend them to reflect the hiring process as recommended by the Hart County Fire Board carried with 59 yes and 13 no votes.

The Board of Commissioners decided to have a working meeting with the members of the Fire Advisory Board on Tuesday, October 16th at 6:00 p.m. to review and approve the job description for the full time fire chief.
c) Award Landfill Re-grade bid

Administrator recommended awarding the bid to CA Environmental & Construction Services.  Commissioner Reyen entered a motion to award the bid as recommended.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the bid.  The motion carried 4-0.

14. New Business
a)  Northland Cable Sale

Commissioner Reyen entered a motion to sign the resolution agreeing to allow the transfer of Northland Cable franchise to Green River Media and Communications.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

b) Approval to Bid Ambulance

Chairman Oglesby entered a motion to allow the bidding on a new Ambulance.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

c) FY’08 Bid to Renew Contract List

Commissioner Reyen entered a motion to extend the contract for all of the present contract vendors (with the exception of the bush hog vendor) if they will hold their current contract price.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

16. Executive Session

Commissioner Reyen entered a motion to exit the open meeting and go into executive session to discuss real estate matters.  Commissioner Brown followed with a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.
Commissioner Reyen made a motion to exit the executive session and enter into the regular meeting.  Commissioner Dorsey seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.
