A work session of the Hart County Board of Commissioners was held February 12, 2007 to discuss the ISO committee and the EMS substation issues.   All members of the Hart County Board of Commissioners were present.
ISO Committee
Chairman Oglesby questioned the ISO committee on if the committee needs to be changed to a fire department advisory committee similar to the recreation advisory committee.  Such a committee could advise the BOC on fire department issues and help develop the method to change to a full time fire chief.

No action was taken on this issue.

EMS Study
County Administrator Jon Caime explained that if an EMS substation is constructed in the suggested Goldmine area, then the actual building for the EMS substation could be expanded (metal building and concrete slab) to accommodate a future fire station.  The cost to build the additional space now would be cheaper as a part of a larger project than as a stand alone project.  The EMS and fire stations would be totally separate facilities under one roof.

Commissioner Dorsey clarified that the Clemson University study was simply a study to answer the question if EMS substations are feasible and the answer to that study was yes they are feasible.  He commented that the intention is to develop a 5-10 year plan of action to meet goals of improved EMS service, such as a 12 minute or less response time.

EMS Director Terrell Partain was directed to analyze data, come back with a recommendation and long range plan utilizing substations with a target 12 minute response time.

Commissioner Reyen noted that anything is feasible but is the substations a necessity. The data that the EMS Director is compiling would need to be analyzed before it becomes information for decision making. 

With no further action the meeting adjourned.
