8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads

County Attorney Walter Gordon gave an update on the recent Georgia General Assembly enactments as follows:

· HB 386 Exemption of sales tax on energy. Local sales tax rules would have to be enacted by local officials.

· HB 48 Allows for a second level of Freeport tax exemption.

· HB 389 An amendment to the Open Records Act. CA Gordon will prepare a written review for the Board and department heads.

Recreation Director Jim Owens announced a community meeting to be held in the lower level of the Adult Learning Center, concerning future growth of the Recreation Department. RD Owens urged citizens of all ages to be present and express their opinions. Also RD Owens cited an online survey site as well.
