The Hart County Board of Commissioners met April 13, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners RC Oglesby, Ken Brown, Daniel Reyen and Brandon Johnson all in attendance.

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Chaplin Brad Goss.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Call to Order

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order.

4. Welcome

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance.

5. Approve Agenda

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the meeting agenda.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

· 3/23/2010 Regular Meeting

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the minutes of the March 23, 2010 meeting.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities
· Sandy Campbell-Chief Ranger COE Request for Change to Building Setback Line

Chief Ranger Campbell requested a fifteen-foot setback from private property to the Corp line around Lake Hartwell.  CA Caime explained a need to revise section 46-191 of the current Subdivision ordinance to remove the exception to the rear setback.  He noted that this setback is 10 feet and will only apply to future subdivisions of land once the ordinance change is approved.  Commissioner Oglesby made a motion to start the process of this Sub-division ordinance revision at the next BOC meeting. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

· Patriots Day Recognition
Chairman Dorsey read a resolution proclaiming April 19, 2010 as Patriots Day; encouraging our citizens to honor the many Patriots for whom Georgia counties and towns are named and pay tribute to all the Patriots of the American Revolution. Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt the resolution.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.   A copy of the ordinance was presented to “Nancy Morgan Hart” patriot of whom Hart County was named.

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads

County Attorney Walter Gordon requested an addition of potential litigation to the Executive Session. CA Gordon reported the status of the State’s Public Defender’s budget pertaining to indigent defense was unknown at this time.  
Commissioner Johnson reported on a conversation he had earlier with CA Gordon concerning an incident with a citizen and a door-to-door salesman who had entered a citizen’s home uninvited.  The citizen was alarmed and contacted the Sheriff’s department.  With no ordinance in place to regulate this type of activity, there was nothing that the Sheriffs Office could do.  Commissioner Johnson requested CA Gordon propose actions to regulate business in Hart County.  
9. County Administrator’s Report

CA Caime reported he had received a call from Senator Jim Butterworth concerning the Public Defender’s coverage of indigent defense. Senator Butterworth is taking the necessary steps on behalf of Hart County to insure the program is properly funded.  

10. Chairman’s Report
Chairman Dorsey reported the Service Delivery Strategy is due this year with the main area to be covered concerning water.  Chairman Dorsey felt it would be prudent to meet with the City of Hartwell for both parties to get an update of what is going on with the other and indicated that he would coordinate with the Mayor and Council to set up a meeting soon.

13. Old Business
a) Thru Truck Ordinance Public Hearing and Third and Final Reading
Commissioner Reyen moved to open the public hearing.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
Chairman Dorsey clarified the meaning of truck to be any vehicle with more than 6 wheels and the exception of vehicles or operators of local origin or deliveries.  Chairman Dorsey noted the 13th day of April 2010 as the effective date.
Commissioner Johnson moved to close the public hearing.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Johnson moved to accept the third reading of the ordinance and the approval thereof.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Johnson moved to defer the enforcement until thirty days after a sign has been in place on the road.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.


b) Revisions to Solid Waste Ordinance Public Hearing and Third and Final Reading

Commissioner Reyen moved to open the public hearing.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

CA Caime noted the addition in section 74-51 of Trash disposed for curbside collection must be placed in a solid sided container with a closed lid when placed at the curb for collection. No loose or bagged trash will be allowed to be placed at the curb.
Commissioner Reyen moved to close the hearing.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the revision.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.


c) Parolee Work Detail Contract Renewal
Commissioner Reyen moved to renew the parolee work detail contract with Whitworth Parole Center.  Chairman Dorsey provided a second the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.


d) Convenience Center Hours
Commissioner Reyen moved to leave the Convenience Center hours of Saturday 10-2, Sunday 3-6 and to revert the MWF hours to 8-7.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
14. New Business

a) Request to Bid Replacement Shelter at Clay Street Rec Park
RD Owens requested to place the replacement shelter at the Clay Street Park out to bid.  Commissioner Brown moved to allow the bid letting.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

b) Request to Purchase Temporary Fencing for Rec Park
RD Owens requested SP-3 funding to purchase temporary fencing at the Elberton Hwy Park.  The temporary fencing would allow for more field usage and activities.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to allow the temporary fencing purchase from the Recreation portion of SP-3.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

e) First Reading Body Art and Tattoo Ordinance

CA Gordon explained the need to have the three ordinances codified and shown in Code of Ordinances for Hart County.  Commissioner Reyen moved to codify the ordinances.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

Charlie Eason and David Leard commented on the Lot Size-Septic Ordinance. 
f) Prevent Child Abuse Request to use Courthouse Grounds

Commissioner Reyen moved to allow the Courthouse Grounds be used in an upcoming Prevent Child Abuse campaign.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

g) Donate Life Proclamation

Chairman Dorsey read a proclamation proclaiming April 2010 as Donate Life Month.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the proclamation.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
h) Bid of Property Insurance

CA Caime reminded of the requirement to notify our present Property insurance carrier of intent to bid coverage before three months of the policy ending.  No action taken at this time.
