The Hart County Board of Commissioners met April 22nd, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. Commissioner Gary Mize was absent. 

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Stephen Nelms of Hartwell 1st Presbyterian Church. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance.

5. Approve Agenda

· Lawanda Curry: Update on Rec Maintenance 

Rec Director Lawanda Curry reported that Jerry Hart and Jeff Wiley have been hired to fill the open positions; staff is continuing to fill between the ridges at the new park and the irrigation system is operational. She thanked Jeff Tallant for his assistance with the field maintenance. 
County Attorney Walter Gordon noted that there is a need for some revisions to the county's subdivision ordinance in reference to county water. He suggested that the BOC authorize appointing two members plus the County Administrator to a sub committee to address the issues with the Water & Sewer Authority. 
Attorney Gordon also noted that it is a consensus of the Water & Sewer Authority to take in the Administrative staff member under the county's personnel plan through an Intergovernmental Agreement. 
Commissioner Reyen moved to turn to issue over to County Administrator Caime and County Clerk Kahn to discuss and make recommendation to the BOC. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 
Commissioner Reyen requested the issue be placed on the next BOC meeting agenda.

10. Chairman's Report 

Chairman Oglesby moved to allow the Chamber of Commerce use of the courthouse restroom facilities for a Memorial Day event. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

c) Tom Mullenix, DFAC's Request for Budget Increase 

Director Mullenix reported that the number of children in foster care has increased but there is beginning to be a decline. He requested additional funding for the foster care program in the amount of $22,000 to get the agency through the remainder of the state's fiscal year ending June 30th, 2008. 

Chairman Oglesby moved to allocate $22,000 to DFAC's budget and a monthly report from Mr. Mullenix on the distribution of the funds. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 
d) Approval of Intergovernmental Agreement with GA DNR for MEGA Ramp 

Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt the Intergovernmental Agreement subject to the insurance clause. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-1 (Commissioner Brown opposed). 

e) Adoption of Hart County Hazardous Mitigation Plan 

Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt the Mitigation Plan. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

15. Public Comment 

Ron Stewart addressed the Board about the condition of his neighbor’s property.  Commissioner Reyen noted that the County Administrator has taken some action to rectify the situation. 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to place "No Scavenging Allowed" signs at the Transfer Station and Convenience Centers. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
