The Hart County Board of Commissioners, representatives from the Cities of Canon, Royston and the town of Bowersville held a called meeting August 9th, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. The meeting was held at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Vice-Chairman Daniel Reyen presided with Commissioners Brandon Johnson, William Myers and Joey Dorsey in attendance. Chairman R C Oglesby was absent. 

1. LOST Sales Tax Discussion with Royston and Canon 

City of Royston Attorney Andrea Grant highlighted various services that the city provides in Hart County including fire protection, gas and water to several businesses in Hart County. 
The City of Royston requested an increase from 3% to 5% of LOST funds over a ten year period. 
City of Canon Mayor stated they currently receive 0.25% however, any increase would be appreciated. 

Town of Bowersville Attorney Dickerson stated that Bowersville is a qualified municipality under law and requested an increase from 1% to 1.9%. 

No official vote was taken; however, the BOC will review the options and make an offer by their August 14th, 2012 meeting. 

With no further action taken the meeting was adjourned.
