The Hart County Board of Commissioners met August 22nd, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize and Ricky Carter in attendance. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Rev. Mike Griffin of Liberty Baptist Church. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance.

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

· Bob Smith - Elections use of Cokesbury UMC Fellowship Hall for Voting 

County Attorney Walter Gordon presented the lease agreement between the county and Cokesbury UMC fellowship hall in order to use their facility for voting purposes. He explained that the Cokesbury precinct is small and in need of repair. If the lease agreement is approved Attorney Gordon will forward the request to the U.S. Dept. of Justice for their approval. 
Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the lease agreement at $250/per election. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

County Attorney Gordon announced that the county has been awarded a $500,000 Community Development Block Grant for the Eastline Water Project. 

9. County Administrator's Report 
County Administrator Jon Caime reported that the ACCG Risk Management has completed their annual safety inspection of the county and for the second consecutive year the county did not have any decencies. He added that the county met the criteria to receive the 7% safety discount which will lower our liability insurance premium.   He acknowledged and thanked the employees of the Hart County Board of Commissioners for their efforts on creating a safe work environment.
10. Chairman's Report  

Chairman Dorsey requested the BOC to schedule dates for a budget work session and the quarterly meeting with the City of Hartwell officials. He noted that he has spoken with Rebecca Duncan and she should have digest numbers ready tomorrow.

Commissioner Mize inquired about the Clemson EMS substation study. Chairman Dorsey responded that the County Administrator and the EMS Director are reviewing the study.
