
Hart County Board of Commissioners

December 17, 2009

Called Meeting

5:30 p.m.

The Hart County Board of Commissioners held a called meeting December 17, 2009 at 5:30 p.m. at the Administrative building. 

Chairman Daniel Reyen presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Brandon Johnson, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

Chairman Reyen called the meeting to order. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the agenda to include clarification of the contracts policy. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
1. BOA Board Appointment 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to remove the item from the table. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to re-appoint James McMullan to serve on the Board of Tax Assessors. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Dorsey noted that the appointment was tabled at the previous meeting until more information concerning the management of the offices issues was discussed. 
Chairman Reyen called for the vote. The vote carried 5-0. 

Mr. McMullan thanked the BOC for the reappointment and commented on the tax assessors office.  

Chairman Reyen questioned when the property notices are scheduled to go out. Mr. McMullan responded by the later part of January. 

2. Sheriff Office Vehicles Budget Amendment   

CA Caime explained that the BOC had already agreed to purchase Sheriffs office vehicles using a combination of insurance proceeds from a wrecked vehicle, grant funds, plus unused funds in the Sheriffs budget in FY09 however the vehicles were not received in time to be accounted for in FY09 therefore a budget amendment to spend this money in FY10 was needed.  Chairman Reyen moved to adopt the budget amendment. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

3. Transit Fees  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the transit fee schedule. Chairman Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

4. Bid Opening Jail Roofing Bids 

Sealed bids were opened from Classic Construction & Green Tree Metals and ABBA Restoration & Construction LLC for the jail roof. Chairman Reyen moved to defer the bids to County Administrator Caime for review and recommendation. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
5. Bid Opening & Award Jail Food  

A sealed bid from Tater House Grill was opened. Commissioner Oglesby moved to award the jail food contract to Tater House Grill at a cost of $2.85 for breakfast and $3.50 for dinner. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Bid Award Workman’s Comp Insurance 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to award the bid to the ACCG in the amount of $142,575. Chairman Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Bid Award Health Insurance  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to award the group health to Alliant Health plan 1002 and group life to Lincoln Financial. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

8. Other Business as Time Allows 

· Clarification entering into contracts  

County Administrator Jon Caime addressed issues concerning the recently adopted BOC policy on contracting and asked the BOC for clarification on routine service agreements, maintenance agreements and the numerous other small contracts the county enters into.  He explained that the large amount of smaller agreements would put a large burden on the BOC if they desire to approve every agreement the county enters into.
The BOC clarified that the County Administrator is to review and approve these service agreements etc along with the appropriate department head.   If the County Administrator and the department disagree on the agreement the department can bring the agreement to the BOC for review.
Commissioner Oglesby moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
