The Hart County Board of Commissioners met February 14, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman R.C. Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Brandon Johnson, Joey Dorsey and William Myers in attendance.

1) Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss.

2) Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance.

3) Call to Order

Chairman R.C. Oglesby called the meeting to order.

4) Welcome

Chairman R.C. Oglesby welcomed those in attendance.

5) Approve Agenda

Chairman Oglesby moved to add item 13c) El Toro Grocery to the agenda. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.


Executive Session – Real Estate

Commissioner Reyen moved to exit into Executive Session to discuss real estate matters. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Reyen moved to exit the Executive Session and re-enter the open meeting. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Johnson moved to approve the minutes of both meetings held on January 24, 2012. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

7) Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities

· Ilka McConnell-Update on UGA/Hart County Archway Program

Ilka McConnell, Hart County UGA Archway Program Coordinator presented an update on the areas covered by the program, including education, tourism, leadership and others. Ms. McConnell announced a $9,500 grant application submitted for the Teasley-Holland House for interior and exterior improvements. Commissioner Reyen questioned who owned the property. CA Gordon stated the DOT leases the property to the City and the City sub-leases it to the Chamber of Commerce.

8) Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department

County Attorney Gordon reported he expected the legislation to pass concerning the re-districting of Hart County by February 28, 2012. Upon passage of the bill, he would immediately submit the information to the US Department of Justice for pre-clearance.

Chairman Oglesby announced Commissioner Reyen would be representing the Board of Commissioners at the upcoming Eggs and Issues Breakfast sponsored by the Chamber of Commerce.
11) Commissioners’ Reports

Commissioner Reyen made a motion and then moved to table his motion to have a Deputy Sheriff attend a UGA sponsored course entitled “Safe Capture” concerning the safe capture of stray animals, until agreement could be reached with the Sheriff. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion to table carried 5-0.

13) Old Business

a) BOC GA MTNS RC Appointment

Commissioner Reyen moved to appoint Commissioner William Myers to the GA MTNS RC Board. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.


b) Little League Annual Contract Renewal

Recreation Director, Jim Owens presented the Recreation Department annual field maintenance schedule along with the Little League space agreement for the 2012 season.

Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve the contract with the dates of February 14, 2012 through July 31, 2012. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.


c) El Toro Grocery
CA Caime reported officials of El Toro Grocery were charged with two counts of selling alcohol to a minor. The two counts had been resolved in the Magistrate Court. 
Commissioner Reyen moved to revoke the El Toro 2012 Beer and Wine License. 

Operator, Esteban Barrera addressed the Board and explained that the minor did not have identification so he sold to the minor the first time by asking the person’s birthdate.  When the second sale occurred Mr. Barrera said he had already asked the person their birthdate so he made the second sale. 
Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion to revoke the license. The motion carried 5-0.

14) New Business

a) Bid Opening Replacement Sheriff Office Vehicles
Bids for two 2012 Dodge Charger Pursuit vehicles were received and opened from Akins Ford of Winder and Ed Murdock of Lavonia. Commissioner Reyen moved to turn the bids over to CA Caime and the Sheriff for review and recommendation. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

b) Sheriff’s Office Request for Credit for Experience
Sheriff Cleveland requested six years of experience be given to the pay rate of recently hired Deputy Sheriff, James Reginald Leverette. Commissioner Reyen moved to grant the six year’s experience, effective February 1, 2012. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

c) Community Garden Request

Jim Martin and Rita Chapman came before the board to purpose a community garden for Hart County. They explained the benefits to all residents of Hart County. The gardens would have nineteen raised beds initially; with plans to add more beds and an orchard later. They reported CA Caime had suggested property located at the Elberton Hwy Recreation facility. 
Commissioner Reyen moved to have CA Gordon review and word a five-year lease, at minimum, for the community garden to be located at the Elberton Hwy Recreation facility at a cost of $1.00 annually. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

d) Consideration of Acceptance Turtle Lane

CA Caime presented a request to accept Turtle Lane into the county road system. All necessary ROW had been secured. The road is approximately 0.190 miles in length to the second to last driveway. The road is in fair condition with minimal gravel and will require regrading and installation of stone base to maintain it as a dirt road. 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to accept Turtle Lane into the county road system. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

15) Public Comment

Mary Beth Focer requested the Board designate someone to handle dangerous dogs.
Commissioner Reyen directed CA Gordon to review O.C.G.A.§4-8-22(c). 

Dean Teasley presented a request for the County to purchase his property located at 440 East Howell Street, Hartwell, Georgia.
