The Hart County Board of Commissioners met February 22, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Brandon Johnson presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Williams Myers and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 
Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Johnson called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Johnson welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows: Delete Item 13 b) Abandonment of Paynes Road, Add Items 7 BOA Chairman Macher request for funding and 14f) Jerry Canady-County/City Consolidation 

Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Executive Session – Personnel 

Commissioner Reyen moved to exit into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

With no further action taken during Executive Session, Commissioner Reyen moved to reconvene the regular meeting session. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

BOA Chairman Lowell Macher requested overtime funding for the BOA staff. 

Commissioner Reyen moved to authorize overtime funding from the regular wage line item not to exceed $4,600 for the BOA staff. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Chairman Johnson reported that he and County Administrator Jon Caime met with the Grand Jury today.

a) AG Extension Request to Replace Position

b) TSPLOST Discussion 

County Administrator Jon Caime reminded the Board that he needs to generate a list of road projects before March 30, 2011. 

Commissioner Dorsey requested scheduling a work session with Harris Little to discuss the TSPLOST. 

c) Reed Creek Phase 1 CDBG Resolution-HCWSUA 

d) HCWSUA SP III Budget Request 

Pat Goran reported that the Hart County Water & Sewer Utility Authority is planning on applying for a CDBG funding for the Reed Creek Phase 1 Water Improvement Project. 

Mr. Goran stated if they are successful in acquiring grant funding they will need approximately $25,000 from SPLOST III allocations for FY2011.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the Resolution to move forward with the 2011 CDBG application and the SPLOST III budget request for the Reed Creek Phase 1 water project.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
e) Hazard Mitigation Plan Renewal Grant Application  

Commissioner Reyen moved to apply for the grant for the renewal of the Hazard Mitigation Plan. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

     f)  Jerry Canady – County/City Consolidation  

Mr. Canady requested that the BOC consider requesting the state representative to introduce local legislation to study consolidation of the county and city governments. 
After a brief discussion, Commissioner Oglesby moved to table the issue. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-1 (Chairman Johnson opposed). 
15. Public Comment  

County resident O’Neal Kelly commented on an issue that he has with the BOA office. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to defer the issue to BOA Chairman Macher. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

16. Adjournment 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
