The Hart County Board of Commissioners met February 23, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Vice Chairman Brandon Johnson presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen and Ken Brown in attendance. Chairman Joey Dorsey was absent. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Rev. Richard Sheller 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Vice Chairman Johnson called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Vice Chairman Johnson welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda   

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the meeting agenda. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of February 9, 2010. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the minutes of the B&W License Suspension Appeal Hearing of February 9, 2010. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads  

· Magistrate Judge Tony Welborn Request for retroactive extra pay for Judge Brown  

Magistrate Judge Welborn requested compensation for Magistrate Judge Brown due to her extra work when Chief Magistrate Cheely passed away and the full time employee was transferred to the Clerk of Court’s office. He explained that Judge Brown took on the responsibilities of the Chief Magistrate and the Deputy Clerk plus her own responsibilities in order to maintain the office at a level that was necessary. Total amount of compensation requested for the period is $1,205.82. 
Commissioner Reyen commended Judge Brown and moved to compensate her for her efforts during a difficult time. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 
· BOA Request for Supplemental funding for QPublic 

County Administrator Jon Caime explained that the mapping information provided on QPublic has been an asset to the county.
Chief Appraiser Rebecca Duncan requested $1,500 for the on-line aerial photography and on-line mapping module for QPublic for the remainder of the fiscal year. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the request for additional funding for QPublic. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. 

Jerry Cannady commented on the subject. 

Vice-Chairman Johnson called for the vote. The motion carried 4-0. 

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that the case filed by Mark Cawthorn to Superior Court for his 2007 appeal began February 22, 2010 and concluded today; jury verdict upheld the Tax Assessors value of $300,000.

County Administrator Jon Caime reported that the Eggs & Issues Breakfast event will be held February 27, 2010 at 8:00 a.m. at the Literacy Center.

11. Commissioners’ Reports   

Vice-Chairman Johnson reported that Chairman Dorsey is out of town on official business with his employer. 
Commissioner Oglesby requested a revised policy for filling board vacancies to include that all BOC members must be present to make the appointment and to place the item on the March 9, 2010 meeting agenda. 

Bobby Buchanan requested use of the softball field for a men’s softball tournament to be held on March 13, 2010. Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the request and to allow the Administration the authority to approve future requests for use of the recreation facilities. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 
Commissioner Reyen reported that the Board of Health has reversed their 2008 shortfall of $50,000 through cuts in expenses however they are maintaining their level of service to the public and have now run or projected slight surpluses for 2009 and 2010.
Commissioner Brown reported that he has received complaints from residents about trash/litter problems created by trash bins provided through private trash haulers where trash is left in bags next to the container. In some cases the trash is blowing out along the county roads and onto surrounding neighbor’s property. 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to start the process to amend the Solid Waste Ordinance to address this issue. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

13. Old Business 

a) Public Hearing & Third & Final Reading Revisions to Ordinance 82-61 Speed Limits 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to open the floor up for the public hearing for the third and final reading revisions to Ordinance 82-61 Speed Limits. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 
Vice-Chairman Johnson called for public comment of which there was none.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to close the public hearing. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the Speed Limits Ordinance. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

b) Ambulance Bid Opening

a) Rec Spring Football League Use of Fields 

County Attorney Walter Gordon explained that the county has immunity from liability at the Recreation Park however; he would need to further research the liability for rental of the fields. 

Commissioner Reyen questioned why the county is not charging Little League for use of the fields.

Recreation Director Jim Owens reported that he is a Clemson graduate and has been in recreation for twenty years. 
Rec. Director Owens has received a request for use of the football fields for five events beginning February 27, 2010 and ending May 21, 2010. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the request. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

b) Little League Annual Contract Approval  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the Little League Contract for 2010 and request Rec. Director Owens to report back to the BOC what the Little League is providing for the use of the fields. Vice-Chairman Johnson provided a second to the motion. Commissioner Reyen stated that they are giving everything to Little League at no charge to use at their discretion and receive nothing in return. The motion carried 4-0. 

c) 2010 Buddy Walk Request to Use Rec Facilities   

Rec. Director Owens reported that the Buddy Walk was developed by the National Down Syndrome Society in 1995 to promote acceptance and awareness of people with Down Syndrome.

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the request for the 2010 Buddy Walk event. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

Rec. Director Owens reported that he is in the process of evaluating the building and grounds and making general repairs where needed. 

Vice-Chairman Johnson asked Director Owens if he has been involved with fund raising events. Director Owens responded that he has and will be open for any suggestions.
