The Hart County Board of Commissioners met February 26, 2008 at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Chairman Oglesby. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the minutes of the meetings held February 11 and February 12, 2008. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported upcoming changes to handling misdemeanor cases that are currently being heard in Probate Court. He will update the BOC on the status of the legislation. He noted that this may affect our budget.

County Administrator Jon Caime reminded the BOC of the work sessions schedule Thursday at 12 noon with the City of Hartwell officials and 5:30 with the WSUA.

11. Commissioners' Reports 

1) Commissioner Reyen requested that the Lake Hartwell Coalition be placed on a meeting agenda when they can come to the BOC meeting. 
2) He compared the NE Georgia Animal Shelter's quarterly report with the Humane Society report and congratulated the Humane Society for their efforts. 
3) Noted that the BOA revaluation request for proposals will be out in six weeks; County Administrator Caime is to give the BOC regular progress reports on the revaluation RFP at the coming BOC meetings 
4) Guardrails - directed Public Works Director Caime to submit a more comprehensive evaluation on guardrails.  PWD Caime noted that such an evaluation will require a County wide evaluation of the entire 550 miles of County roads and will take 6-12 months to complete.
Chairman Oglesby motioned to take funding for Jersey Road to complete the Cedar Pond bridge project with used DOT guardrails, and tar & gravel resurfacing of the construction area of Cedar Pond. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. 

Public Works Director reported that guardrails will be installed and the paving project will be placed on the road priority list.

The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Dorsey requested placing a plan to put all the appointed board/authority meeting minutes on the county's website on the next meeting agenda. 
Commissioner Dorsey reported that according to an article in the Anderson Independent the Bass Masters tournament had 43 million dollar impact in Anderson and Greenville S.C. area; he commented that the DOT is in the process of striping roads and the county's contractor is delaying; he inquired about the status of road shoulders work. Public Works Director Caime responded that road shoulder work is underway and road striping was pulled back due to the weather. 

Commissioner Dorsey clarified the motion of the February 12 meeting directing Public Works Director Caime to develop a comprehensive guardrail plan.
