The Hart County Board of Commissioners met February 9, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.
Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners RC Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Ken Brown and Brandon Johnson in attendance.

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Call to Order

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order.

4. Welcome

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance.

5. Approve Agenda

Commissioner Reyen moved to amend and approve the consent agenda as follows:

Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

· 1/26/10 Regular Meeting

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the minutes of the January 26, 2010 regular Meeting.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities

· Clerk of Court Budget Requests

Clerk of Superior Court Frankie Gray requested $2,200 to pay a one-time connection fee to Sustain. The software will allow records to be scanned and saved onto a server.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to allow the purchase.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0. 
· BOR Requests
Chief Registrar Elizabeth Forbes requested  permission to hire a clerk/deputy registrar to fill a vacancy within her office.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to fill the position.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.  Ms. Forbes requested to be paid for the days she has worked as the clerk and until which time the position is filled.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to compensate at her present rate of $61.00 per day.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-1.  Chairman Dorsey opposed, stating the request should have been made earlier.     
· Chamber of Commerce Presentation on Tourism

Chamber of Commerce Chairman Dennis Cobb, Jr. gave a slide presentation giving the Chamber’s Tourism agenda and showing the need for a Tourism Director.  Mr. Cobb requested the County to contribute $16,500 annually toward the Tourism Director’s salary; with the Chamber contributing $5,000 and the City $5,297.  Mr. Cobb requested a three year commitment with an annual evaluation of the position benefits.   Commissioner Oglesby moved to make the requested contribution and have CA Caime come back at the next meeting as to where the funds will be drawn from.   Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads
· BOA-Budget Requests

Chief Appraiser Rebecca Duncan requested concerning the 2009 assessment notices that a full page insert be used to more fully explain the appeal process rather than a half-page card stock insert.  Ms. Duncan also gave three other options for the mailings.  Chairman Dorsey moved to approve use a half-page card stock insert.  Commissioner Reyen provided the second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
Chief Appraiser Rebecca Duncan requested to hire three temporaries for six months to assist in the 2009 revaluation appeals process.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to allow three temporaries to be hired for three months.  Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-1.  Chairman Dorsey opposed.

CA Duncan presented recommended using the Administration Building to conduct the 2009 re-val property reviews.  Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the Administration Building usage.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
· BOA-Reassessment Discussion

Terry McCormack gave a slide presentation concerning the 2009 re-val.  Mr. McCormack showed the Department of Audits and Department of Revenue criteria as it applies to Hart County values.  BOA Chairman McMullan stated the change of assessment notice should be in the mail the week of February 22, 2010.  CA Gordon cautioned he would be the sole advocate for Hart County concerning the 2008 digest appeal with the DOR.
9. County Administrator’s Report

CA Caime announced following an extensive application and interview session, Jim Owens had been chosen as the new Recreation Director.  CA Caime commended the Rec Advisory Board for their work in reviewing and making recommendations for the position.  CA Caime announced Rec Advisory Steve Wilson had resigned.  Chairman Dorsey moved to proceed with advertising to fill the position.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.  CA Caime announced Baileys Garage Road and Ginns Pool have been approved for the DOT LARP program.

d)Health Board Appointment

e)Senior Center Policy Handbook Approval

Senior Center Director Lisa Evans requested approval of a policy handbook for the Senior Center in order to participate in Legacy Links program.  Commissioner Oglesby noted the hours stated as Monday-Friday 8:00 to 1:00.  Commissioner Oglesby motioned to avoid confusion of the public for the policy to show Monday-Friday 8:00-4:00.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

The motion carried 5-0.
