
Hart County Board of Commissioners

Joint City/County Meeting

May 24, 2010

5:30 p.m.

The Hart County Board of Commissioners and the City of Hartwell Officials met at the city hall conference room May 24, 2010 at 5:30 p.m.

Those in attendance were Chairman Joey Dorsey, Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Brandon Johnson, Ken Brown, Mayor Jennifer Sudderth, Council David Little, Sarah Mayfield, Tray Hicks, Arthur Craft, Billy Ethridge. 

1. Service Delivery Strategy 

After discussing the water service delivery strategy, HCWSUA Director Pat Goran agreed to provide the City of Hartwell Manager the engineering flow requirements for review.  The City officials and the HCWSUA officials will start the negotiations in order to resolve the water service dispute. 
2. Jail Proposal Discussion 

City Manager David Aldrich spoke on behalf of the jail proposal between the city and the county. He requested a commitment from the county for eight inmate spaces and a long term contract (ideally a twenty year contract). 
Chairman Dorsey responded that the BOC is willing to review this issue and suggested that the County Administrator, Sheriff and City Manager move forward with the proposal. 

3. LOST discussions and reapportionment as a result of the 2010 Census 
Chairman Dorsey reported that as a result of the 2010 Census the municipalities with the county will have to begin re-negotiations next year for the LOST funds. 

4. 911 Dispatch  

City Manager Aldrich shared details to consolidate 911 dispatching. He suggested that an Advisory Board comprised of the City Police Chief, City Fire Chief and County appointed individuals be considered. 
EMS/EMA Director Terrell Partain responded that policies would have to be set pertaining to the consolidation of 911 dispatching. 

Councilman Little noted that this issue warrants grounds to continue discussing it.
5. DDA Funding   

Chairman Dorsey reported that funding for the DDA was exhausted in FY09 and no funding was available for the DDA in FY10.
Chairman Dorsey stated that the County should be funding the Chamber of Commerce since it is a countywide function and the city fund the DDA. 

City Manager Aldrich reported that the City funds the Chamber from taxes collected from the hotel/motel tax and that state law is clear concerning funding tourism with the hotel/motel tax.
