The Hart County Board of Commissioners held a called meeting July 10, 2012 following the regular scheduled meeting. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Brandon Johnson, William Myers and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. LOST Sales Tax Renegotiation with Hartwell 

Commissioner Reyen moved to open the called meeting with the City of Hartwell officials to discuss LOST re-negotiation. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

County Administrator Jon Caime explained the purpose of the LOST sales tax which is to be used solely to rollback a portion of property taxes. By law the county is required to renegotiate with the City of Hartwell due to the percentage of population in the municipality. 
Council member David Little stated that he along with the mayor and other council members would prefer the City’s portion of LOST funding remain at 21%. 
Commissioner Dorsey moved to leave the City of Hartwell’s LOST portion at 21%. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

2. Adjournment 

Commissioner Reyen moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
