



Hart County Board of Commissioners

July 12, 2011

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met July 12, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Vice-Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, William Myers and Joey Dorsey in attendance. Chairman Brandon Johnson was absent. 
1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Vice-Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Vice-Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Reyen moved to remove New Business Item 14 e from the agenda. Commissioner Dorsey requested to add Old Business Item 13 g MEGA ramp funding & Real Estate purchase to the agenda. 
Commissioner Dorsey noted that the MEGA ramp funding and the real estate purchase was added to the budget work session and voted upon.  He stated that it is his opinion that the motion voted on in the work session needs to be ratified at a regular BOC meeting because the issues are of controversial topics. 

Commissioner Reyen responded that the budget work session was a public meeting and he didn’t see the difference in adding the items on the July 7 agenda or this meeting. 

Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-1 (Commissioner Reyen opposed). 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Myers moved to approve the minutes of June 28 and July 7, 2011 meetings. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 
· BOA request for Overtime 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve $2,500 from funding within the BOA budget for overtime expenses. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon addressed the Public Defender’s budget. 

9. County Administrator’s 

County Administrator Jon Caime reminded the BOC of the budget work session scheduled July 14, 2011. The BOC postponed the budget work session to immediately following the July 26, 2011 regular BOC meeting.

12. Consent Agenda

13. Old Business 

a) DFACS Board Appointment  (term to expire 6/30/2016)
Commissioner Reyen moved to re-appoint John Williamson to serve on the DFACS Board. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

b) Bid Award Sports Photography 
Commissioner Reyen moved to award the sports photography to the lowest bidder. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

c) Second Reading of Ordinance Adopting 911 Fee for Prepaid Wireless Phone Services 

CA Caime explained that the 911 dispatch center is funded through fees paid by phone users.  The fees were charged to land lines and then added to cell phones when cell phones became a form of phone communication and users switched to cell service.  More recently there has been a growth in prepaid phone services replacing other phone services so the fees have been added to this service by the State.  The fees will be collected by the State and Hart County can only get our share of these fees by passing this ordinance.  These fees are utilized for the 911 system so this system is not required to be funded by property taxes.  

Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt the second reading of Ordinance Adopting 911 fees for prepaid wireless phone services. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

d) Jail Food Bid Award  
Commissioner Reyen moved to award the jail food bid to Tater House Grille and remove the sandwiches from the bid. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

e) Bid Award Football Uniforms  
Commissioner Reyen moved to remove the item from the table. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

Commissioner Reyen moved to award the bid for football uniforms to Dillard Sporting Goods. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to table the item. Motion died from lack of a second. 

Motion carried 3-1 to award the bid to Dillard Sporting Goods (Commissioner Dorsey opposed). 

f) Clay Street Rec Park Irrigation 

Commissioner Reyen moved to remove the item from the table. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

Vice Chairman Oglesby moved to install the system and tie it into the existing water line. Motion died from lack of second. 

After further discussion on this subject Commissioner Reyen moved to table the issue. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

g) MEGA Ramp/Real Estate Purchase 
Commissioner Reyen moved to ratify the vote to fund $20,000 of the cost of the t dock for the MEGA ramp from SPLOST economic development funds. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

Commissioner Reyen moved to ratify the vote to authorize County Attorney Walter Gordon to purchase property in the amount of $60,000 pending a clear title and no encroachment issues. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. 
Commissioner Dorsey noted that he wanted to clear the air concerning the purchase of the property make sure there is no encroachment issues and a clear title search has been performed. 

County Attorney Gordon responded that a title search is implicit with the purchase and if there are any problems he will report back to the BOC. 

Commissioner Dorsey stated that he does not see the need for the property and with the economic situation he can not see spending the funds. He also stated that he is there may be an encroachment issue. 

Vice Chairman Oglesby noted that the property is valued at $400,000 on the tax books. Commissioner Dorsey responded that the county would be taking taxable property off the digest. 

14. New Business 

a) Bid Opening Cheerleading Uniforms 

CA Caime explained the RAB has decided to lower the fees to $25 for cheerleading in order to have a larger participation in the program, therefore the uniforms provided in the past have been changed to lower the cost of the uniforms. Commissioner Reyen moved to defer the cheerleading uniform bids to County Administrator Jon Caime for review and recommendation. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

b) Elections Agreement With City of Hartwell 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the Elections Agreement with the City of Hartwell. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

c) Equipment Restraint Policy 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the Equipment Restraint Policy. Vice Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

d) Acceptance of HWTF Grant 

PW Director Caime explained that he has secured a $23,000 grant for the closed landfill maintenance.  Commissioner Reyen moved to accept the HWTF Grant. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
