Hart County Board of Commissioners met July 28, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman Daniel Reyen presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Brandon Johnson, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Reyen called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Reyen welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Johnson moved to amend and approve the minutes of July 14, 2009. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the minutes of July 21 budget work session meeting. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve the minutes of July 23 budget work session. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

· Moment of Silence in Memory of & Recognition For Years of Service-Dexter Smith 

Commissioner Dorsey presented the family of Dexter Smith with a plaque and called for a moment of silence. 

· BOA/GMASS: Contract Revaluation Project Quarterly Report  

GMASS representative Terry McCormick presented a quarterly update on the county wide revaluation through July 24, 2009. They have less than 3,000 parcels remaining fieldwork; completed 76% of mobile homes; 23% of data entry. He explained that GMASS’ team of six individuals has completed an average of 20-25 parcels per person per day.
8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

· EMS/EMA Dir. Terrell Partain – request for travel expenses  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the request for travel expenses of $1,101.80 for three individuals for critical care training. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
County Attorney Walter Gordon advised that a vote in question on a the motion made by Commissioner Oglesby and seconded by Commissioner Brown at the last BOC meeting should be taken (to rescind a previous motion made at the 6/25/09 Joint City County Meeting) and that if this vote must have two thirds majority vote if it’s to be passed. 

Chairman Reyen moved to remove the motion to rescind the motion concerning the animal shelter off the table. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Chairman Reyen noted that the motion to rescind action taken June 25, 2009 to release $20,000 grant funding for construction of the ASI facility; have the road department grade the site; concurrence with the location on the site and restore county employee pay cuts and benefits is off the table.
Commissioner Oglesby moved that the motion to rescind action on the animal shelter stand as is. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. 
Donna Madkiff, president of the Hart County Humane Society, commented on the animal shelter. 
Commissioner Johnson stated that there is an animal problem in the county but that he did not state that he was in favor of constructing an animal shelter when he was running for office.  He noted that he has received one phone call in support of an animal shelter and numerous people requesting him not to vote for a shelter. He has never once said that he will vote for an animal shelter without having the funds or a plan in place and a long term agreement with the city and ASI. 
Commissioner Dorsey stated that NE Georgia Animal Shelter has provided a great service to Hart County and they need the county’s support. He added that the BOC is looking at budget constraints and an animal shelter is not a priority. 
Commissioner Oglesby stated that he was willing to move forward with the proposal until other issues came into the picture.

Chairman Reyen stated that the city discussed an animal control ordinance but that didn’t mean that the county would need to discuss an animal control ordinance; the city has liquor by the drink and zoning but the county does not. He said that four plans have been presented and two separate studies have been completed acknowledging that they county needs an animal shelter. He said he does not understand why the county wants to continue sending money to Franklin County when a shelter here would create employment, would be no cost over and above what the county is currently paying. 

Chairman Reyen called for the vote. Motion carried 4-1 (Chairman Reyen opposed). 

Commissioner Dorsey moved to table the animal shelter issue indefinitely. Motion died from a lack of a second.

County Administrator Jon Caime announced the budget work session and personnel appeal hearing scheduled for July 30, 2009 at 5:30 p.m.
