The Hart County Board of Commissioners met June 26th, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Chairman Oglesby.

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order.

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the minutes as amended. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that the Public Defender's contract will expire June 30th, 2007 and asked that the BOC will take a new vote on the contract and budget. This request would result in an increase of $5,000 over FY07 budget. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the FY08 Public Defender's contract and budget. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Attorney Gordon distributed a new draft of the HCWSU Intergovernmental agreement to the BOC for review. 

Attorney Gordon announced that the HCWSU opened bids for the east line water construction project and a contract will be awarded at their next meeting.

County Administrator Jon Caime reminded the BOC of the budget work session scheduled June 28th, 2007 at 5:30 p.m.

District 2

Commissioner Reyen requested Lightwood Lane be placed on the next meeting agenda. 
He thanked county residents on Reed Creek Trail for mowing the county right-of-way.

District 3

Commissioner Mize inquired about the status of the Library project. Administrator Caime responded that he would contact Richard Sanders and give the BOC a report. 

District 4

Commissioner Brown did not have anything to report. 

District 5

Commissioner Dorsey noted that there are limbs dead on a tree at the courthouse. He requested Harris tax refund be placed on the next meeting agenda. 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to publish all meeting minutes of Boards & Authorities on the county's website from this date forward. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

13. Old Business 

a) Board Appointment - Board of Health 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to appoint Thelma Estrich to fill the unexpired term of Fanny Curry. Ms. Estrich term will expire December 31st, 2009. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
b) LARP List Approval 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the LARP list. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Subdivision Ordinance Change-Family Land Exemption, second reading 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the second reading of the Subdivision Ordinance. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) Hart County Animal Shelter 

Animal Shelter chair Maria Smith distributed proposed by-laws for the Animal Control Advisory Board to the BOC. 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to table further activity for the animal shelter until we can get outside opinions on the exact costs for building, operating, and maintaining a Hart County animal shelter and the costs for expanding the NE GA. Animal Shelter. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion failed 3-2 (Chairman Oglesby, Commissioners Reyen and Mize opposed). 
Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to table the issue, meet with the City of Hartwell officials to discuss an MOU, land, infrastructure, operating costs and to hire someone to do an outside cost study on the issue with a report to the BOC within 3 months. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Reyen responded that waiting for the study would result in the $150,000 for a shelter to be possibly placed in the FY08 or 09 budget.

Chairman Oglesby called for the vote. The motion carried 3-2 (Commissioner Reyen and Mize opposed). 

Chairman Oglesby inquired about the county putting a deposit on Mr. Carter's facility. Commissioner Dorsey responded that he thought $170,000 was excessive and was not in the best interest of the taxpayers. 
Glenn Hendrix, Cheryl Costin, Nick Slayton and Nolin Carter commented on the animal shelter.

a) Credit for years of Service EMS Dept. 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to grant Paramedic Mitch Jackson 18 years experience retroactive to June 1st, 2007. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

d) Addition to Bowers County Road 

PW Director Jon Caime explained that when the county accepted this road into the road system the county was able to obtain ROW for 0.241 miles however the county has maintained this road for over a decade to the Macedonia Cemetery at 0.415 miles and therefore has prescriptive ROW for this remaining portion however the official roads inventory terminates at 0.241 miles.  Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to accept the addition to Bowers County Road into the county road inventory so that the road is now 0.415 miles in length. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

e) Addition to Yacht Club County Road 

PW Director Jon Caime explained that documentation in the road file shows that the county road extends another 895 feet beyond the current termination point.  Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to accept the addition to Yacht Club County Road into the county road inventory. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
