The Hart County Board of Commissioners met June 28, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Brandon Johnson presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, William Myers and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Chairman Johnson. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Johnson called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Johnson welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Reyen moved to amend and approve the meeting agenda to include personnel & real estate executive session matters. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the meeting minutes of the June 14, 2011 meeting. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

· Anna Burch Interim Tourism Director-Hart County Mega Ramp Report 

Ms. Burch reported on the schedule of events at the Gum Branch Mega Ramp. She reported that the lack of a dock at the ramp is the problem they are experiencing in attracting usage at the site. Therefore, Ms. Burch proposed that Hart County and the City of Hartwell contribute $20,000 each to install a T-dock at the site.
Chairman Johnson noted that Hart County has been so focused on economic development and has not pursued tourism. Therefore, the BOC needs to support funding the project. 
Commissioner Dorsey suggested that the chamber create a cost proposal to offer to the City of Hartwell officials for the T-dock, portable restrooms, trash service and grass maintenance and come back before the BOC. 

Commissioner Reyen suggested additional trash cans be installed and grass maintenance be increased. 

Commissioner Myers suggested additional signage be posted leading to the ramp. 

· Gail Blackwell Ninth District Letter of Support Request 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to draft a letter of support for funding Ninth District Opportunity. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon is reviewing a proposal from the City of Hartwell officials to utilize county equipment through election superintendent Bob Smith for their elections. However, he does not foresee that the BOC could act on the agreement before July 12.

Attorney Gordon reported that the Walters Road/Ray’s Road water project is near completion and lastly the Service Delivery Strategy (SDS) will need to be resolved by December 31, 2011.
