The Hart County Board of Commissioners met March 13, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.
Chairman R.C. Oglesby presided with Commissioners William Myers, Joey Dorsey and Brandon Johnson in attendance. Commissioner Daniel Reyen had a prior engagement. 

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Call to Order

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order.

13. Old Business

a) DHR 5310 Grant (Transit Elderly) Acceptance

b) G-Dot 5311 Transit Grant Acceptance

Senior Center Director Lisa Evans presented the 2013 applications for both grants. Commissioner Dorsey moved to accept the applications. Commissioner Johnson noted the dollar amount for the 5310 grant had increased from 2012. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

c) HCWSUA Board Appointments (2)

Chairman Oglesby moved to re-appoint Wade Carlton and Larry Haley to the HCWSUA Board for additional four-year terms to expire March 1, 2016.  Commissioner Johnson stated he had received calls about how well the City of Hartwell and the present WSUA were working together toward the sale of water. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
d) Consideration of Turtle Lane Acceptance Amendment

Commissioner Dorsey moved to accept Turtle Lane for an additional one-tenth of a mile.  Public Works Director Jon Caime noted that the second to the last driveway was originally thought to be at 0.190 miles but that it was brought to the County’s attention that the second to the last driveway is further down this road.  However there is a pond dam that the road crosses prior to this second to the last driveway so the County can only assume maintenance responsibility to the pond dam.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
14.  New Business
a) Sheriff Office Request for Pay for Experience Credit.
Per the Sheriff’s request, Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve Brandon Bowen two years of service as a certified deputy sheriff. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
b) Moved to item 8.

c) Road Striping

Commissioner Dorsey stated he had requested this be placed on the agenda in response to calls he had received about safety issues caused by the lack of striping on some county roads. Commissioner Johnson stated he has also received complaints.
PW Director Caime suggested that the BOC decide how much money they want to spend on road striping and noted that the BOC is currently about $200,000 in the red on road funding due to shortfalls in SPLOST road funds and the additional SPLOST funds allocated to the Cities.  He explained that he has prepared a list of highly traveled roads that may need paint but that the cost to restripe the roads is about $1,000 per mile for two center yellow lines.

The BOC suggested PWD Caime and Road Supervisor Ronnie Dickerson create a suggested list of roads that need restriping.  
d) Required FMLA Personnel Policy Changes

Commissioner Myers moved to adopt the required FMLA personnel policy changes.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.

Commissioner Johnson moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
