The Hart County Board of Commissioners met March 23, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Brandon Johnson and Ken Brown in attendance. 

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by the Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda   

Commissioner Johnson moved to approve the meeting agenda. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s) 

· 3/9/10 Regular Meeting 

Commissioner Johnson moved to approve the minutes of the March 9, 2010 meeting. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Remarks by Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

None

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

· Sheriff Mike Cleveland ARRA Grant for 2 SO Vehicles  
Sheriff Cleveland explained that the County has received an additional ARRA grant for two additional new SO vehicles.  He explained that the County would need to add about $16,000 in matching funds.  In addition, the Sheriff requested that Murdock (who bid in the last bidding for these vehicles) be used to purchase these vehicles due to the poor performance of the low bidder. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve this request. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

· Coroner Mike Adams request for additional funding   

CA Caime explained that Coroner Mike Adams was requesting$900 additional funding for mandated training and travel expenses for the Deputy Coroner who was receiving training through Franklin County but was resigning from service in Franklin County. 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the request for additional funding. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

· County Attorney Walter Gordon drafted a letter to Representative Alan
Powell and State Senator Paul Broun concerning state appropriations for the Public Defender. 
9. County Administrator’s Report  

County Administrator Jon Caime did not have anything to report. 

10. Chairman’s Report  

Chairman Dorsey reported Little League opening day ceremony is scheduled on March 27, 2010. 

11. Commissioners’ Reports  

Commissioner Oglesby asked that the Friends of Hope be able to present their request to be reconsidered on the usage fees for their use of the recreation facilities.  Qunsia Daniel then spoke on behalf of Friends of Hope youth leadership program. Shy Thornton requested the Board reconsider charging non profit organization Friends of Hope use of the community room at the Recreation Park. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to waive the rental fee for any non profit organization that does not generate revenue from use of the facilities. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Reyen voiced his concerns about Environmental Health ordinances which are set by the Board of Health being incorporated in the county’s code of ordinances and the lot size requirements. County Attorney Gordon responded that upon adoption of the ordinance by the BOC the environmental health specialist is able to enforce the regulations. 
Commissioner Reyen commended Michael Partow for the services he provides to the local veterans through the Veteran’s Administration.

13. Old Business  

a) Revised Recreation Fees Schedule (deposits)  

Recreation Director Jim Owens reported that the Recreation Advisory Board recommends the addition of a damage/clean-up deposit which would require $100 deposit to reserve the facility. 
Commissioner Reyen moved to approve a deposit of $100 across the board for all users of the community room. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Rec. Director Owens also reported that the Advisory Board recommended no deposit for use of the pavilion at the park. Commissioner Reyen moved to table the issue. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Rec Advisory Board Appointment  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to appoint Scott Berrong to fill the unexpired term of Stephen Wilson. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. (Mr. Berrong’s term will expire December 31, 2010)
c) Thru Truck Ordinance Public Hearing & Third & Final Reading  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to table discussion on the Truck Ordinance. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) Second Reading Revision to Solid Waste Ordinance  

Commissioner Reyen moved to adopt the second reading revision to the Solid Waste Ordinance. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

e) HCWSUA Board Appointment (1)  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to take the issue off the table for discussion. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Reyen moved to appoint Jerry Canady to serve on the HCWSUA. The motion died due to a lack of a second. 
Chairman Dorsey moved to appoint Hugh Holland to serve on the HCWSUA. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion.

Bob Savage and Jerry Canady commented on the appointment. 

Commissioner Reyen commented that there has been discussion that each district should have a representative on this board and that the District 2 BOC member has nominated a District 2 representative.  

Chairman Dorsey called for a vote, the motion carried 4-1 (Commissioner Reyen opposed). (Mr. Holland’s term will expire March 1, 2014)

14. New Business 

a) Supplemental Insurance Proposal   

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the supplemental benefits proposal at no cost to the county for the volunteer fire fighters. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
