The Hart County Board of Commissioners met March 8, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Brandon Johnson presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, William Myers and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by the Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Johnson called the meeting to order.

Chairman Johnson welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the meeting agenda. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that the Joint Development Authority is applying for a One Georgia Fund grant to study broad band connectivity in six NE Georgia counties.

13. Old Business 

a) Bid Opening Jail Food Bids

b) Bid Opening Uniform Bids  

Sealed bids were opened from UniFirst Corp., Cintas Corp., and AmeriPride
Commissioner Myers moved to defer the uniform bids to County Administrator Jon Caime for review and recommendation. Chairman Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Bid Opening HVAC Maintenance Bids 

Sealed bids were opened from B&C Mechanical, Georgia Mechanical, McGee H&A and Bradford Mechanical. 

Commissioner Reyen moved to defer the HVAC maintenance bids to County Administrator Jon Caime for review and recommendation. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) Bid Opening Road Pipe Bids 

Sealed bids were opened from SE Culvert, Advanced Drainage Systems, Contech Construction Products and Cherokee Culvert 

Chairman Johnson moved to defer the road pipe bids to County Administrator Jon Caime for review and recommendation. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

e) Bid Award Rec Irrigation Well 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to award the bid to William O. Tucker Inc. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. 

After a brief discussion, Commissioner Oglesby moved to table the Rec Irrigation Well bid award until further clarification of the motor, pump and depth of the well. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

f) Bid Award Rec Infield Material  

Commissioner Dorsey moved to award the Rec Infield Material bid to Bulk Aggregate Golf Inc. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

g) Pre-Fourth Request to Use Courthouse Grounds 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the Jr. Service League request to use the courthouse grounds for the Pre-Fourth activities. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

14. New Business 
a) Animal Shelter Inc. Proposal for an Animal Shelter  

Gail Cobb representing the Animal Shelter Inc. requested funds for maintenance and operations in the amount of $54,000 that the BOC approved for NE GA. Animal Shelter for FY2012. Providing the proposed shelter is constructed in 2012.

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the proposal, a ten year contract and increase funding based on the CPI. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Myers inquired about disposal of animals that have been put to sleep. Ms. Cobb stated they were not sure how they are going to handle the issue at this time. 

Commissioner Dorsey noted that with the delay in the tax digest the NE GA. Animal Shelter’s budget may have to be reduced.  He voiced his concern that if the county pulls out of funding NEGAS and the proposed shelter can not operate on limited funds then the county would not be able to go back with NEGAS. 

Chairman Johnson reported that he will not vote for the upcoming budget unless there are sufficient cuts. He stated that taxpayers are begging for spending cuts. 

Commissioner Dorsey noted that the Animal Shelter Inc should have contingency funding plan for the shelter. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to table the proposal and schedule a meeting with NEGAS. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

15. Public Comment 

Gail Cobb commented that Animal Shelter Inc. does not have a problem with NEGAS.
