The Hart County Board of Commissioners met May 11, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners Ken Brown, RC Oglesby, Brandon Johnson and Dan Reyen present.
1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Chairman Dorsey.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Call to Order

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order.

4. Welcome

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance.

5. Approve Agenda

Commissioner Oglesby moved to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:
Remove item 13a) Draft Contract with NEGA Animal Shelter

Add item 14d) Lake Hartwell Mega Ramp Signage.

Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meetings(s)

· 4/27/2010 Regular Meeting

Commissioner Johnson moved to amend and approve the minutes of the April 27, 2010 regular meeting.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

7. Remarks By Invited Guest, Committees, Authorities
· Tim Czarniak Presentation of Proposed Boys and Girls Club

Tim Czarnaik came before the Board explaining the goals and structure of the Boys and Girls Clubs of America.  Mr. Czarniak also stressed the need for a club in Hart County and that private and public funds are needed to make the club a reality.  Hugh Kirby requested a three-year contract with Hart County for $75,000 each year to help fund the programs.  Commissioner Brown voiced a need and concern to first educate the parents of the children in hopes they would in turn educate their children.  Chairman Dorsey explained the county was in no financial position to commit to any new programs.
8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads

County Attorney Gordon announced a meeting in Royston at the Public Defender’s office to discuss the upcoming Fiscal Year 2011 budget request for the Public Defender.  

Commissioner Reyen asked if CA Gordon had looked at the temporary-help positions within the Board of Assessors office.  CA Gordon explained he had not been able to come up with any solution to the problem.

9. County Administrator’s Report

CA Caime announced a joint meeting with the BOC and City of Hartwell had been scheduled for May 24, 2010 at 5:15 to be held at City Hall.  The agenda is still being set.

10. Chairman’s Report

Chairman Dorsey announced the Grand Opening of the Sheriff’s Administration building on May 13, 2010 at 4:00p.m and urged the Board to attend.  Also Fox Carolina Broadcasting will be at the restored area of Hartwell around the square on May 13, 2010 from 7-9a.m.

11. Commissioners’ Reports

Commissioner Reyen recognized the nice performance of the play “Smoke on the Mountain” he had attended recently at the Hart County Community Theater.  Commissioner Reyen extended his condolences to the family of Chaplin Brad Goss on the recent death of Chaplin Goss’ father.

13. Old Business
a) Deleted

b) First Reading Changing Ordinance 46-119 Rear Setback

Commissioner Reyen moved to take the issue of changing ordinance 46-191 rear setback off the table for discussion.  Commissioner Johnson provided a second the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

CA Caime presented the other counties surrounding the lake’s current set back distances from the Corp line.  Those being as follows: Franklin 15-feet, Stephens 10-feet, Oconee none 25-feet natural vegetative buffer, Pickens 50-feet and Anderson 25-feet off property line.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to accept the first reading of the change to ordinance 46-191 setting the rear setback to the Corp as 10-feet.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.


c)First Reading of Revisions to Ordinance 66 Article III(911 Addressing)

Commissioner Reyen moved to accept the first reading of revisions to ordinance 66 Article III(911 Addressing).  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.  Commissioner Johnson requested the ordinance show where the signs or numbers can be purchased.  Commissioner Reyen explained in the past the 4-H club had provided posts and signs for $15.00 as a fund raiser for their club.  CA Caime explained the sign requirement is for the safety of the property owner; enabling safety personnel to better find their destination.  Chairman Dorsey explained placing the signs at the driveway entrances will help with the problem of multi-boxes in a single location.  


d) Second Reading of Revisions to Art I, Chpt 50 (Moving Mobile Homes out of the County)

Commissioner Oglesby moved to accept the first reading of Revisions to Art I, Chpt 50(Moving mobile homes out of the County) Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.  
CA Caime stated that Senate Bill 3-84 addresses the subject of mobile homes and the Board may want to wait until the Governor signs the bill into law before making any further changes to the county ordinance.
