
Hart County Board of Commissioners

May 25, 2010

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met May 25, 2010 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen and Brandon Johnson in attendance. Commissioner Ken Brown was absent due to sickness.  

1. Prayer  

Prayer was offered by the Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call To Order  

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome  

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda  

Commissioner Johnson moved to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows. 

Additions Item #7 Hart County Property Tax Assoc – proposal 

           Item #8 Jim Owens – request to fill a full time open position

Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)  

· 5/11/10 Regular Meeting 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the minutes of the May 11, 2010 meeting. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

7. Remarks by Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities  

· Hart County Property Tax Assoc – proposal  
Dr. Hamilton, president of the association, turned the floor over to Bill Fogerty to present their proposal. 

Mr. Fogerty reported that the Property Tax Association (PTA) proposes to fund one individual for one week to assist the public in the Tax Assessors’ office. The individual would be responsible for copying/printing property information for the public. This proposal will help with the backlog of information that taxpayers are requesting for their appeals or general knowledge. 
Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve the proposal contingent on County Attorney Gordon’s review. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. 

County Administrator Jon Caime explained that the information the PTA would have access to would be public information.  He also added that the BOA would need to approve this request and ensure that the access was limited to read and print only.  He stated that he would prefer that the person that performed this work would not be a county employee but that if the PTA group wanted to hire their own individual that would be a private party concern.

Chairman Dorsey noted that he did not have a problem with the proposal however; he wants the county attorney to review the issue to make sure that the county is not violating any laws since the funds would be from an outside association. 

Commissioner Oglesby withdrew the motion. 

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads  

Recreation Director Jim Owens requested permission to fill a full time open position that is being vacated in the Recreation Dept. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to allow Rec. Dir. Jim Owens to fill the full time Rec. Assoc. position. 
Chairman Dorsey reported that a majority of the Board have publicly committed to roll back the millage rate. He said that revenues are not where they need to be, a sufficient deficient is materializing for the current budget year.  He stated that the proper action would be to delay action on the request until the Board can discuss the budget issue next week. He directed Rec. Dir. Owens to request additional parolees to assist him with some of the minor issues at the park.  

Commissioner Reyen stated that the Department head’s assets are being cut. He provided a second to the motion to allow the position to be filled. 

Motion failed 2-2 (Commissioners Oglesby and Reyen for, Chairman Dorsey and Commissioner Johnson opposed). 

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that the Public Defender Service budget will remain at the same level of funding for 2010. 
9. County Administrator’s Report  

County Administrator Jon Caime did not have anything to report.     

10.  Chairman’s Report  

Chairman Dorsey reported that the joint meeting with the City of Hartwell officials went well. 
Chairman Dorsey requested scheduling a called meeting in the upcoming week to discuss the current budget and the 2011 budget. 

11. Commissioners’ Reports  

Commissioner Johnson noted that the joint meeting with the City of Hartwell officials was cordial and he felt everyone is willing to work together. 
12. Consent Agenda

13. Old Business  

a)  Rec Portable Fencing Bid Opening 

The following vendors submitted sealed bids for the Recreation Portable Fencing project:

Signature Fencing $17,460.00 

Commissioner Reyen moved to defer the bids to County Administrator Jon Caime and Recreation Director Jim Owens for review and recommendation. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

Chairman Dorsey pointed out that this purchase is a part of the SPLOST funding.

b) Recreation Picnic Shelter Bid Opening  

The following vendors submitted sealed bids for the Recreation Picnic Shelter project:


Garrard Construction Group $24,200.00

Kingway Builders Inc. $13,880.00
Commissioner Reyen moved to defer the bids to County Administrator Jon Caime and Recreation Director Jim Owens for review and recommendation. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

Chairman Dorsey pointed out that this bid is to replace a shelter that was destroyed in a storm and that the majority of the funding will come from an insurance settlement from that storm.

c) Methane Trench Award  

Public Works Director Caime explained that the memo in the meeting read ahead packet clarifies some questions on the bid submitted by the low bidder and that the recommendation is to award this work to the low bidder.  He also explained that this work is required by the GA EPD for the closed landfill and that a special reserve fund has been set aside for this work.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to award the methane trench project to     B&M Construction Company. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

d) Second Reading Changing Ordinance 46-191 Rear Setback  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to accept the second reading of the ordinance. Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion. 
Jerry Canady commented on this subject.

Attorney Gordon explained that the setback requirements would commence for future construction projects and would not affect current residences.

The motion carried 4-0. 

         a)  Rec Portable Fencing Bid 
Chairman Dorsey moved to award the portable fence bid to Highland Products Group in the amount of $14,912.90 from SPLOST III funds. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.  

e) Second Reading of Revisions to Ordinance 66 Article III (911 Addressing)  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to accept the second reading of the ordinance. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. 
Commissioner Johnson stated that he did not like the language in the revisions that could allow a future board to penalize all residents that have not complied with this ordinance in the past.
Chairman Dorsey explained that this ordinance is needed so that emergency services know where to go in an emergency.  

The motion carried 3-1 (Commissioner Johnson opposed). 
f) Public Hearing & Third & Final Reading of Revisions to Art 1, Chpt 50 (Moving Mobile Homes out of the County)   

Commissioner Oglesby moved to accept the third and final reading of the ordinance. Commissioner Johnson provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0. 

14. New Business  

a) LMIG (State Gas Tax Road Grant) Priority List  

Commissioner Reyen moved to table the LMIG priority list until the next meeting. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.  The BOC directed PW Director Caime to bring a revised list to the BOC for the next meeting.
b) SPLOST IV Authorization to Send Notice to City Mayors on SPLOST Projects  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to table the SPLOST IV issue until the BOC can meet next week. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
