The Hart County Board of Commissioners met November 14th, 2006 at 5:30 p.m. in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioner R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize and Ricky Carter in attendance.

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Chairman Joey Dorsey.

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observation to the Pledge of Allegiance.

BOA member Roy Segars presented a letter to the BOC from BOA chair Bill Fogerty for their review.

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to place the BOA - Revaluation on the next meeting agenda. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads  

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that the Industrial Building Authority has closed the purchase of a 58 acre tract of property near I-85. He also announced that the Board of Education authorized their chairman to execute a Memorandum of Agreement Regarding Taxation (phased in taxation) for an industrial prospect to locate in Hart County. 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to authorize Chairman Dorsey to execute the Memorandum of Agreement on behalf of the BOC. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. The agreement will be recorded in the official minutes book of the BOC. 
9. County Administrator's Report  

County Administrator Jon Caime commended the efforts of the Road Department for a record year for first time paving and resurfacing existing roads. 

He announced that the DOT will install 24 miles of cable barrier on I-85 from the S.C. line through Hart and Franklin Counties. 

He reminded the BOC due to the Thanksgiving holidays the next meeting agenda will need to be set by Wednesday November 22. 

10. Chairman's Report  

Chairman Dorsey reported that several Board appointments will expire December 31, 2006; the DOT will hold a public hearing December 7, 2006 from 4:00 - 7:00 p.m. at the Lavonia Welcome Center to discuss the I-85 widening project. 

11. Commissioners' Reports  

Commissioner Reyen reported that several county contracts (inmate meals) will expire December 31, 2006 and the BOC will need to address those issues by the last meeting in December.
Commissioner Carter inquired about the status of the NACO membership. Administrator Caime responded that the paperwork has been submitted to NACO. 

Commissioner Carter inquired about the status of Cedar Pond Engineering. Administrator Caime responded that the engineering is underway. 
Commissioner Carter inquired about the right-of-way cost analysis. Administrator Caime responded that the analysis is complete. 

Commissioner Carter requested that the right-of-way cost analysis and concrete vs. steel pipe be placed on the next meeting agenda. 

Commissioner Carter also requested a joint meeting with the City of Hartwell officials to discuss consolidation.
