
Hart County Board of Commissioners

October 11, 2011

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met October 11, 2011 at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman Brandon Johnson presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, William Myers and Joey Dorsey in attendance.

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Johnson called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 
Chairman Johnson welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Reyen moved to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Add – Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads – Chief Registrar Libby Forbes 
Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s) 

· 9/27/11 Regular Meeting 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the minutes of the September 27, 2011 meeting. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

· COC Update on ABA Tournament 

Kara Partlow reported that approximately $500,000 in revenues was generated for the ABA Tournament as provided by Debra Talley. She also presented the 2012 tournament schedule. 

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

· Chief Registrar Libby Forbes 

Chief Registrar Libby Forbes requested additional funds to cover payroll expenses for the Special Election and early voting to be held on November 8, 2011. 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve Mrs. Forbes request for funds to cover payroll for the Special Election and early voting in the amount of $6,956. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that the he has not taken further steps for the abandonment procedure for Roe Road located in the city limits of Bowersville. He has received a letter from the City of Bowersville Attorney requesting information pertaining to why the county is maintaining Roe Road in the City of Bowersville. 
Commissioner Myers reported that Bowersville Mayor John Bailey has stated that Roe Road is a driveway with a residential house and chicken houses. 

Commissioners Myers and Dorsey stated that it is time to turn seven miles of roads within the city of Bowersville over to the City of Bowersville to maintain.   Commissioner Dorsey pointed out that the other municipalities in Hart County maintain the roads inside their City Limits and it is only fair that Bowersville is treated the same as the other Cities in Hart County.
CA Gordon stated that he has received another letter from the Bowersville City Attorney stating that an additional $50,000 is due to the City for SPLOST III.   Commissioner Reyen noted that the City of Bowersville is receiving their allocation of the SPLOST 3 as per the referendum. 

Commissioner Reyen moved to abandon seven miles of county maintained roads inside the City of Bowersville. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

9. County Administrator’s Report

County Administrator Jon Caime did not have anything to report. 

10. Chairman’s Report

Chairman Johnson suggested that the BOC consider drafting a letter to DNR about the Hart State Park Recreation Area after the upcoming election. 

11. Commissioners’ Reports 

Commissioner Reyen commented on animal control and the number of stray animals that he saw on a recent trip to Hartwell. 
Commissioner Myers commended Randall Graham for his quick response pertaining to items left outside an abandoned residence.

13. Old Business

a) Hart County Hospital Board Appointment Recommendation 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to table the issue. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Board of Health Water Well Regulations Second Reading 

No official action was taken. 
14. New Business
a) 2011 Temporary Collection 

County Administrator Jon Caime explained that the County will have to proceed with a temporary collection for 2011 for the third year in row due to the lack of a final digest.  He explained that the 2009 and 2010 temporary digests used the 2008 (pre revaluation) digest however the 2011 digest should be based on the 2009 digest.  The BOA would need to spend about 3 months of their time to recreate the 2008 digest at this point because of all the changes made on the 2008 digest in preparation of a final 2009 digest.  At this point it makes more sense to use the 2009 digest and have the BOA continue to focus their energy on finalizing the 2010, 2011, and 2012 digest rather than recreating a 2008 temporary digest.

Commissioner Reyen moved to proceed with the 2011 temporary collection using the 2009 digest. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Approval of FY12 Budget Resolution 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to approve funding the basketball program providing the revenues exceed the expenditures for one year. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the FY12 Budget Resolution. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-1 (Chairman Johnson opposed). 

Chairman Johnson explained that he did not support the vote for the budget because of the pending additions to the budget.  

c) Approval of Bid Replacement Ambulance 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to put the replacement ambulance out for bid. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

15. Public Comment 

Lonny Robinson commented on the consideration of building a gym for recreational purposes. 

16. Executive Session – Potential Litigation 

Commissioner Reyen moved to exit into Executive Session to discuss potential litigation. Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

With no further action taken during Executive Session, Commissioner Oglesby moved to exit. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

17. Adjournment   

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
