The Hart County Board of Commissioners met September 13, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Brandon Johnson presided with Commissioner Daniel Reyen, Joey Dorsey, William Myers and RC Oglesby in attendance.

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Brad Goss.

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Call to Order

Chairman Johnson called the meeting to order.

4. Welcome

Chairman Johnson welcomed those in attendance.

5. Approve Agenda

Commissioner Dorsey moved to approve the agenda.  Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the minutes of the previous meetings.  Commissioner Myers provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities

· Ika McConnell-Update on UGA/Hart County Archway Program
Ms. McConnell presented an update on the ongoing Archway projects in the county. 
· Bill Griggs, Lake Hartwell Marketing Alliance-Eastern Regional Championship of World Wakeboard Association Tournament in September 2011

Bill Griggs requested $2,000 to help promote upcoming events on Lake Hartwell. 
Chairman Johnson asked how much money was actually spent in Hart County from the most recent event and thanked Mr. Griggs for their efforts to bring tourists to Hart County.  
Commissioner Dorsey stated he did not feel it was Hart County’s place to market this particular event due to fact that it was hosted by South Carolina not Georgia.  
Commissioner Myers reported nine different states were represented here at the most recently held event.   The participants were well impressed with the Hart County’s facilities.  
Commissioner Reyen stated between $150-200 per person was spent daily. He then made a motion to approve the $2,000 requested from the Hotel/Motel Occupancy Tax.  The motion died from lack of a second.
8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads

CA Gordon reported on the upcoming T-SPLOST referendum per Commissioner Dorsey’s request.  Hart County is in a regional grouping of thirteen counties which will determine if the tax passes or not.  The tax is designed for regional projects.  CA Gordon stated no public funds can be used to promote the referendum vote.
CA Gordon announced a recent $500,000 CDBG award to the Hart County Water & Sewer Authority for waterlines in the Reed Creek-Mt. Olivet areas.

CA Gordon reported that the court case Hart County is involved in concerning internet motel/hotel tax receipts is beginning to move through the Courts.
Chairman Johnson questioned the status of City and County’s negotiations concerning water.  CA Gordon stated that the City has finalized their consultant study and is expected to forward a response to the HCWSUA shortly.
Commissioner Myers reported he would be going Thursday to accept the $500,000 CDBG check.  

9. County Administrator’s Report

CA Caime reported upcoming Board appointments.  Commissioner Reyen moved to advertise for the appointments.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
10.   Chairman’s Report

Chairman Johnson urged the public to get involved in applying for the upcoming Board appointments.

11.   Commissions’ Reports

Commissioner Oglesby requested the County Road Department make necessary shoulder repairs to a section of Nancy Hart School Road.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Oglesby reported a request for the County to accept a road owned by Barnes Academy into the County Road system.
Commissioner Dorsey thanked CA Gordon for his T-SPLOST research.  Commissioner Dorsey reported on an incident on E & M Dairy Road near South Hart Elementary School concerning a tractor-trailer truck.  Commissioner Oglesby moved to have CA Caime begin amending the County Ordinance on No Through Trucks to include E & M Dairy Road, if not already included.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

a)Moratorium on Internet Sweepstakes Cafes Second Reading
Commissioner Oglesby moved to accept the second reading on Moratorium on Internet Sweepstakes Cafes.  Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

a)Board of Health Water Well Regulations

Environmental Health Specialist, David Leard presented a request from the Hart County Health Department for the County to adopt the rules and regulations pertaining to On-Site Water Well Supplies into the County Code of Ordinances.  
Commissioner Reyen moved to accept the request as the first reading on the requested ordinance.  Commissioner Dorsey questioned the time frame between the citizen’s request and the permit being approved especially during a drought. Commissioner Dorsey stated there are a lot of lake lots that don’t meet the minimum size.  EHS Leard stated they will expedite priority well permit situations and that they had always been able to find an answer to the minimum lot size in the past.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.


b)Acceptance of DHS Grant FY 2012

Commissioner Reyen moved to accept the DHS grant for FY 2012.  Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.
