d) Fire Dept Pay Policy  

Commissioner Oglesby moved to adopt the Fire Dept Pay Policy. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion.

14. New Business 

a) FY12 Budget Public Hearing 

Commissioner Reyen moved to open the public hearing for the FY12 budget. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Chief Registrar Libby Forbes requested an additional $22,000 be added to her budget from the current $30,000 proposed budget.  She also requested pay for herself for three days pay for attending the Voters Registration Conference in the amount of $183.
Commissioner Oglesby moved to authorize three days compensation for Chief Registrar Libby Forbes for attendance at the Savannah Voter Registration Conference in August 2011 in the amount of $183. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Oglesby moved to close the public hearing. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

HYDRA Director Megan Parham requested justification and reconsideration of funding for the HYDRA program. She reported that there are 976 children involved with all the programs offered through HYDRA. 
Commissioner Reyen noted that the program is a 501C3 affiliate as are other agencies in the county that do not receive local funding. 
Commissioner Dorsey noted that during the 2012 budget process the BOC evaluated social programs and with the decline in revenues and increase in expenses they had to cut expenditures in order to have a balanced budget. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to table the request to reconsider funding HYDRA then withdrew the motion. 
Commissioner Dorsey noted that the BOC needs to review funding the Franklin/Hart Airport Authority. No action was taken. 

Commissioner Oglesby moved to exit the public hearing. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) 2009 Final Millage 

No action was taken on the 2009 Final Millage rate. 

c) Interim Spending Resolution for October 

Commissioner Reyen moved to approve the Interim Spending Resolution. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) Road Discussion – Roe Road 
Commissioner Myers moved to initiate the road abandonment procedure for Roe Road which is located in the City of Bowersville. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
