The Hart County Board of Commissioners met September 26th, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize and Ricky Carter in attendance. 

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Bishop Phillip Patterson of Goldmine Church of God. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to remove the minutes of the meeting of September 7, 2006 from the table. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the meeting held September 7, 2006 as amended. Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-2 (Commissioners Reyen and Carter opposed). 

Commissioner Mize entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the meeting held September 11, 2006. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the meeting held September 12, 2006. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the meeting held September 21, 2006. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Remarks by Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

· Bill Fogerty, BOA Chairman – Pay for experience credit request
BOA Chairman Fogerty requested that the temporary position held by Ron Clausen be given credit for six years of Appraiser III experience retroactive to date of hire. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve six years credit for experience for Mr. Clausen retroactive to date of hire. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

BOA Chairman Fogerty requested a commitment of $175,000 in the FY07 budget for a county-wide revaluation in order to meet the state requirement by May 2008. 

After a lengthy discussion, Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion table the issue and direct the BOA to move forward with a proposal to seek an independent firm to perform the revaluation. Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion. 
David Leard and Jim Bennett commented on the issue. 

Chairman Dorsey called for a vote. The vote carried 3-2 (Commissioners Reyen and Carter voted no through no vote). 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to schedule a work session October 17, 2006 with the BOA to discuss the issue. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads  
County Attorney Walter Gordon did not have anything to report. 

9. County Administrator’s Report 

County Administrator Jon Caime did not have anything to report.

10. Chairman’s Report 

Chairman Dorsey did not have anything to report. 

11. Commissioners’ Reports 

Commissioner Reyen reported that he and Commissioner Carter attended a CDBG award ceremony. He announced that the county was awarded an EIP grant in the amount of $95,000 for economic development and a $500,000 CDBG to install water lines on Liberty Hill and Sam B. White Roads. 

Commissioner Mize inquired about the use of the tennis courts after hours. Administrator Caime responded that the BOC has spent over $100,000 rehabilitating the courts and that in order to prevent abuses that have been occurring in the past, the Rec Advisory Board has instituted controlled access after hours.  He also stated that the Rec Ad. Bd. is holding a meeting to gain input on the access rules at their next meeting.  
Commissioner Carter inquired about the status of the Animal Control Ordinance. Attorney Gordon responded that the NE Georgia Animal Shelter declined from enforcement responsibilities.
Commissioner Carter requested continuing research for the Circuit breaker tax exemption. He reported that he has spoken with DCA Commissioner Mike Beatty concerning the $10,000 grant funds for the historical park. 
Commissioner Carter entertained a motion to draft a letter to the Board of Education seeking interested parties to serve on the Joint Economic Development Authority. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-1 (Chairman Dorsey opposed).

14. New Business 

a) Adoption of FY07 Budget 

Administrator Caime explained that the proposed General Fund budgeted expenditures for FY07 of $9,789,386 and budgeted revenues of $9,175,118 which could result in a deficit of $614,268.

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to adopt the FY07 General Fund Budget. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Carter inquired about the bush hog proposal. Administrator Caime responded that he is still working on the proposal. 

Commissioner Carter noted that the DOT contracts out bush hogging their rights-of-way at a lower cost than what the county can. 

Chairman Dorsey called for the vote on the adoption of the budget. The motion carried 3-2 (Commissioners Reyen and Carter opposed). 

Administrator Caime explained that the proposed Special Revenue Funds for FY07 amounts to a total of $5,600,000. 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to adopt the FY07 Special Revenue Fund budgets. Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
b) Resolution to Authorize Investment of Surplus Funds 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to adopt the resolution. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
c) Acceptance of Melody Point Road  

Public Works Director Caime explained that the road was constructed under the county inspection system and was completed 4 years ago.  Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to adopt Melody Point Road into the county road inventory. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.  

d) Multipurpose Recreation Facility Discussion 

County resident Deborah Humphrey spoke in opposition of the proposed Multipurpose Recreation Facility at the Gumbranch boat ramp. She presented a petition of 300 plus signatures in opposition of the facility or any kind of expansion on Gumbranch/Vanna Waller Road boat ramp. 

Commissioner Reyen noted that the site for the MPRF has not been selected and the selection of the site is dictated by the Corp of Engineers. He reported that there are various sites that the committee is looking at and information is being collected for each site. 
Octavia Waller, Robert Waller and Roxanne Hickey voiced opposition to the MPRF.

e) Budget Amendment – used truck/Fire Department 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to approve the budget amendment. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

15. Public Comment 

Dr. Manning suggested that the BOC consider immunizations for household pets in the proposed Animal Control Ordinance. 

Pam Quinn and Mike Perry commented on the tennis court guidelines. Chairman Dorsey suggested that they present their concerns to the Recreation Advisory Board. 

16. Executive Session – Real Estate, Pending Litigation 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to exit into Executive Session to discuss real estate and pending litigation matters as allowed by O.C.G.A. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to exit Executive Session and convene the regular meeting. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion of assignment of a July 2006 contract of sale, to the Industrial Building Authority. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

17. Adjournment 
Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
