Called Meeting

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met December 20, 2007 at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center at 12 noon. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. Commissioner Mize was absent. 
Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order and stated that the purpose of the meeting was to appoint a full time Fire Chief.  He reported that the position was narrowed down to two qualified individuals, Jerry Byrum and Ronald Dutton.

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to appoint Jerry Byrum to fill the full time Fire Chief position effective January 1, 2008. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Dorsey stated he has discussed this issue with the county attorney and that he has a conflict of interest with voting on the chief position due to the fact that he is also a volunteer firefighter.  As a volunteer firefighter, the fire chief would be his supervisor and therefore he would be abstaining from voting on the appointment of the fire chief or any future appointment.
Commissioner Brown stated that the Fire Chief appointment was a hard decision and encouraged the Fire Department to support the new chief regardless of who is chosen. 

Commissioner Reyen stated that the decision of a fire chief is a vote of confidence for the BOC and the Fire Department. 

Chairman Oglesby called for the vote. The vote carried 3-0 (Commissioner Dorsey abstained).

Administrator Caime stated that per the BOC personnel policies, the Fire Chief will start at entry level pay and will be on a 90 day probationary period. 

With no further action taken, Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
