With the City of Hartwell
The Hart County Board of Commissioners met with the City of Hartwell on Thursday, February 28, 2008 at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

Joint City County Water System:
Chairman Oglesby stated that his goal was to explore if there could be a way the City and County can work together to get water to the community.

Commissioner Reyen pointed to the fact that the way the water system is set up is not working to get water service out to the community.  The HCWSUA has limited assets, the Cities have assets, the BOC has no assets nor ability to take action on getting water service out to the community but takes all the heat from the public about the lack of water service.   He questioned if the City and County could undertake a cooperative effort.
Commissioner Dorsey commented that the hold up on getting water to the community is money.  He also stated that we should be doing a countywide system and not the piecemeal system we are currently doing.

Mayor Matt Beasley explained that there are three basic options.  

1.  Water and Sewer Plant is sold to the County

2.  City operates the Counties water system

3.  Current system where the city sells water wholesale to the County

The general consensus of the City was that they would consider looking at options on solutions to this issue.  The parties agreed to have the City and County Managers get together to bring some options back to the Board/Council.
Animal Shelter:
Councilman David Little questioned if the County was going to accept the $20,000 State grant for building an animal shelter.  The City council stated that they have agreed to a portion of the operations and maintenance and the construction costs of this facility but that the county has not committed to this issue.  No action was taken.

Commissioner Reyen made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Commissioner Brown seconded the motion, motion passed 5-0.
