13. Old Business

a) Hospital Authority Board Appointment Recommendations

Chairman Oglesby provided a motion to recommend the re-appointment of Robert Clark, Alice Glenn and Robert Ridgway, Jr. for another three years to the Hart County Hospital Authority.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

14. New Business

a) Animal Shelter DCA Grant

Chairman Oglesby provided a motion to return the DCA grant agreement to build an animal shelter for animal control to the DCA that the County was not the proper receiving agency.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. Commissioner Reyen suggested the grant be accepted and the funds held in an interest bearing account.  

Chairman Oglesby withdrew his motion and directed Attorney Gordon to determine if the funds could be used to fund the $5,000 study.  Commissioner Dorsey withdrew his second to the motion.  

Chairman Oglesby provided a motion to table any decision concerning accepting the grant until Attorney Gordon can make a determination on the eligibility for using the grant funds for the study.  In addition Attorney Gordon will find out the potential impacts of interest payment if the funds are received but not used by the county and must be returned to the DCA.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

Sheryl Costin commented on the grant.

15 Public Comments
Jerry Canady requested the Board send a letter to the Corp of Engineers questioning the difference in the water levels of Lakes Hartwell and Russell.  Chairman Oglesby provided a motion to send the letter.  Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.

Dale Peek gave the history behind Peek Estates and questioned why it has taken so long to adopt the road into the County road system.

Administrator Caime stated the city holds the entire 60-foot ROW and that the BOC has already considered acceptance of this road but denied acceptance.  

Commissioner Reyen directed the Peek Estates road be placed on the September 25th meeting agenda.
