The Hart County Board of Commissioners met December 13, 2005 at 5:30 p.m. in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ricky Carter and Joey Dorsey in attendance.

1. Prayer 
Prayer was offered by Commissioner Dorsey. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome   

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance.

Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

County Administrator Jon Caime reported the following:

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to advertise for the positions on the Water & Sewer Utility Authority. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

10. Chairman's Report  
Chairman Oglesby announced that the second meeting for the month of December will be cancelled due to the holidays. 
11. Commissioners' Reports  

Commissioners Reyen and Carter wished everyone a Merry Christmas. 

Kelsey DeMarco resident on Payne's Road requested that the county maintain the portion of the county road that extends beyond a fenced area.

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to maintain Payne's Road to the sign and remove the gate. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Dorsey wished everyone a happy holiday season.

12. Consent Agenda  
Ridge Gardens Subdivision Approval  

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve Ridge Gardens Subdivision. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

13. Old Business  

a) Bid Opening - copiers 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to reject the sealed bid from IKON since it was received after the 2:00 p.m. deadline of December 13. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
The following companies presented bids for the copiers:

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to defer the bids to the County Administrator for evaluation and recommendation. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Bid Award - Jail Food  

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to award the bid for jail food to Tater House Grill. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Reyen strongly suggested that the BOC consider maintaining the contract with Mary's Kitchen based upon their performance and ability to do the job. He noted that the bids were identical to the previous bidding process the only difference is the lunches for the trustees. He questioned whether Tater House Grill would be able to hold their price and if they approach the BOC to request a price increase that he would suggest that the service be placed out for bid again. 
Chairman Oglesby called for the vote. The vote carried 4-1 (Commissioner Reyen opposed). 

c) Bid Award - HVAC Maintenance 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to further negotiate with both vendors that submitted bids (McGee H/A and Johnson H/A). Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

14. New Business 

a) Discussion - County Work on Private Property 

After discussing the issue, Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to defer the issue to the County Administrator. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Bid Opening - Sheriff Vehicles  

The following companies submitted sealed bids for the Sheriff vehicles:

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to defer to the Sheriff for review and recommendation. The motion carried 5-0. 
c) Bid Opening HVAC at Ag Building  

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to defer the bids to the County Administrator for review and recommendation. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) Bid Opening - Bullet Proof Vests  

The following companies submitted sealed bids for protective vests:

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to defer the bids to the County Administrator for review. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

e) Tom Mullenix -DFACS Budget Request  

Mr. Mullenix was not available to discuss the budget request. 

f) Bid opening - Fire Trucks - item was removed  

g) Board Appointments 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to re-appoint Anne Thompson for a four year term to the Board of Tax Assessors. The term will expire December 31, 2009. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to re-appoint Don Burdick. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. 

Bill Fogerty thanked the Board of Commissioners for re-appointing Anne Thompson and strongly encouraged them to re-appoint Don Burdick. 

Chairman Oglesby called for the vote. The vote failed 2-3 (Chairman Oglesby, Commissioners Dorsey and Mize opposed). 
Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to appoint Missy Carter for a three year term to the Board of Tax Assessors. The term will expire December 31, 2008. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. 

Commissioner Reyen noted that Ms. Carter is a qualified individual however, since she is a real estate agent she will have to be discussing real estate transactions in public.
Tom Warren, Jay Earle, Gene Cleveland, Martha Warren and Pete Nagele commented on the appointment. 

Chairman Oglesby called for the vote. The vote carried 3-2 (Commissioner Reyen and Carter opposed). 

Commissioner Reyen asked that each member of the BOC explain why they voted against re-appointing Mr. Burdick. 

Chairman Oglesby explained his reason for not re-appointing Mr. Burdick.

Commissioner Dorsey noted that the make up of the BOA is controlled by lake residents and he wants to have someone from each district on the Board. He also noted that Mr. Burdick has done a good job while on the BOA. 
Commissioner Mize noted that Mr. Burdick has done a good job however; he felt that the board needs diversity. 

Commissioners Reyen and Carter noted that by not re-appointing Mr. Burdick would be a step backward. 
Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to re-appoint Kenneth Fleming and Darby Welborn to the RC&D for a one year term to expire December 31, 2006. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to re-appoint Tim Gray and Richard Byrum to the Recreation Advisory Board for a two year term to expire December 31, 2007.

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to appoint Mark Garner to the Recreation Advisory Board for a two year term to expire December 31, 2007. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to appoint Steve Wehunt to the Recreation Advisory Board of a two year term to expire December 31, 2007. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to table the appointment of Mr. Wehunt. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 3-2 (Chairman Oglesby and Commissioner Dorsey opposed).

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to appoint Kenneth Dansbury to the Ad Hoc Courthouse Committee. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Carter entertained a motion to appoint Shelby Myers to the Ad Hoc Courthouse Committee. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
CA Caime noted that the BOC action was to appoint a committee with representatives from each district as well as courthouse constitutional officers and department heads.  He noted that a full committee is still not available to move this issue forward and will not be ready until all appointments are made by the BOC.
h) Beer and Wine License Renewals

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve Albert Milford, Carol Haynes, Sarajeet Kaur, Tracy Hill, Gladys Brewer, Guy Tucker, Ralph Rogers, Michael Jordan and Leon Farmer Co. Inc. 2006 beer and wine license renewals, deny Hameed Somani since he did not meet the advertisement criteria. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Sheriff Cleveland recommended that the BOC approve bids for (2) Ford Crown Vic from James Short Ford @$20,489/ea and (1) Dodge Charger from Ed Murdock Chrysler & Dodge @$24,476. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to purchase the Crown Victorias from James Short Ford and the Charger from Ed Murdock Chrysler/Dodge. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
i) Property Tax Initiative - Dr. Techo 

Dr. Techo explained his proposal to request Representative Alan Powell and Senator Nancy Schaefer to sponsor legislation to authorize a local referendum to approve or deny the freezing of existing residential real property values until such property is sold; and to provide that following such sale residential real property and interests therein shall be appraised for ad valorem taxation purposes at their fair market value as of the date of the owner's acquisition thereof.  

Commissioners Dorsey, Reyen and Carter expressed their concern for the impact that the proposal might have on the county. 

Chet Wammack and Joe Martin commented on the issue. 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to contact Representative Powell and Senator Schaefer to study and make a recommendation in regards to the issue. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
j) Request to bid fencing at Fire training facility
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to put the fencing project out for bid. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

k) Fee Schedule
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to change the Alcoholic Beverage License fee to $1000 on premise and $2000 off premise. The motion died from lack of a second. 

Commissioner Carter entertained a motion to conduct a study from surrounding counties and place the issue on the first meeting of January. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

l) Probate Judge Change of Personnel Titles  

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to change the personnel titles for the positions in the Probate Court as follows:

Chief Deputy Clerk to Chief Clerk/Traffic Supervisor/Elections Supervisor; Deputy Clerk to Clerk/Traffic Coordinator; Deputy Clerk to Clerk/Elections Coordinator 

Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to transfer funds to cover a temporary employee in the Probate Court office for the remainder of December in the amount of $850. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

m) Fix low spots at Convenience Centers 
Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to put the asphalt work out for bid. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

n) BOA Request for Temporary Help-New Construction 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the BOA's request for temporary help for twenty-five days for new construction site visits. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Chairman Oglesby was not present for the remainder of the meeting. 

o) ROW permitting policy

After discussing the issue, Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion not to issue future permits until the BOC discusses a ROW permitting policy in a work session. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0.
