The Hart County Board of Commissioners met February 27, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Rev. Vehe of Christian Worship Assembly. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance.

Commissioner Mize entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the meeting held February 13, 2007. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

7. Remarks by Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

BOA Draft RFP for Countywide Reevaluation 

BOA Chair Bill Fogerty presented the draft of the RFP for the countywide reevaluation for the BOC review. 

Mr. Fogerty announced that the BOA received a resignation from an Appraiser II February 23, 2007. He requested approval to hire a temporary Appraiser III with ten years experience. 
Commissioner Dorsey questioned if the BOA took formal action and if there was documentation in the BOA minutes on this request to hire an Appraiser III with 10 years experience. Mr. Forgerty responded that the BOA approved the recommendation. 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to allow a temporary employee with Appraiser III certification 10 years experience providing documentation is submitted to the BOC office. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that there will be a special election June 19, 2007 to fill the unexpired term of Senator Norwood. 

Attorney Gordon presented the lease agreement between the county and Goldmine Church of God for each regular and special election day in the county for the sum of $250 per each Election Day. He will seek pre-clearance from the U. S. Justice Department to move the voting precinct from Goldmine Fire Station to Goldmine Church of God.
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to authorize the chairman to execute the lease agreement. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

9. County Administrator's Report 

County Administrator Jon Caime reported that the joint meeting with the City of Hartwell is scheduled for March 8, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. at the Literacy Center. He also announced that the county received a $27,000 dividend from ACCG as part of the safety discount for the workers compensation program and he commended the County employees and Managers for their great work in creating a safe work environment.

Commissioner Brown entertained a motion to approve the tax refund for Mr. Cheek in the amount of $250.22 for 2003-2005. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

He appointed Mary Bennett, Commissioner Reyen appointed Gregg Costin, Commissioner Mize appointed Maria Smith, Commissioner Brown appointed Carol Harvey and Commissioner Dorsey appointed Dennis Petersen. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
