The Hart County Board of Commissioners met February 13, 2007 at 5:30 p.m. in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman R C Oglesby presided with Commissioners Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize, Ken Brown and Joey Dorsey in attendance. 

1. Prayer 

Prayer was offered by Commissioner Dorsey. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order 

Chairman Oglesby called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Oglesby welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to amend and approve the minutes of the meetings held on January 23, 2007. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Remarks by Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

None 

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon reported that a transaction closed for the 56 acre tract of land adjacent to the County’s “Vickery” property at I-85. The property will be a future site for industrial and commercial development. 
9. County Administrator's Report 

County Administrator Jon Caime congratulated EMS/EMA Director Terrell Partain for being awarded a $50,000 grant for 911 services.

Administrator Caime reported the following:
3/8/07 at 6:00 p.m. joint meeting with City of Hartwell at the Literacy Center; 2/27/07 Garden Club will place a trail maker commemorating William Bartrams 1790 travels through Hart County at the Botanical gardens; BOC reserve 2/26/07 for an important economic development groundbreaking and announcement. 

He also thanked Charles Rice and the Master Gardeners for their volunteer efforts at the new recreation site. 

10. Chairman's Report 

No report. 

11. Commissioners' Reports 

Commissioner Reyen noted that he received a petition from concerned tax payers requesting the BOC take immediate action to fill the vacancy on the Board of Tax Assessors. He requested the issue to be placed on the next meeting agenda. 
Commissioner Reyen reported that he will be participating in the Polar Bear Plunge and challenged the other board members to participate. 

Commissioner Dorsey reported that the work session with the Recreation Department, Recreation Advisory Committee, Little League Board and the BOC will take place February 19, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. He encouraged the BOC members to visit the recreation park and inspect the fencing.

Commissioner Dorsey noted that he and the Probate Judge have discussed leasing a facility from Goldmine Church of God to hold elections. The issue has been turned over to the county attorney to draw up the lease agreement. 
Commissioner Dorsey also reported that he attended a fishing tournament in South Carolina and was impressed with how the tournament was conducted.

12. Consent Agenda

· Paynes Creek Subdivision 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to approve Paynes Creek Subdivision. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

13. Old Business 

a) Board Appointment (1) Recreation Advisory Board 

No action was taken. 

b) Approval of FY07 DOT County Contract Road List

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the DOT county contract road list. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) MPRF Letter of Support to DNR

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to draft a letter of support to DNR. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-1 (Commissioner Brown opposed). 
d) Second Reading Hart County Speed Zone Ordinance

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the second reading of the Speed Zone Ordinance. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
e) Arrow Court 

Administrator Caime explained that this road was accepted by County in 2005 and the Hart County Board of Commissioners placed this road on the first time tar and gravel paving list in 2006 at the end of the list of roads to be reconstructed.  Due to lack of time this road and several others were not reconstructed in 2006.  In January 2007 the BOC made a policy where each commissioner could add or delete roads on their first time tar and gravel list as long as the total miles stayed the same.  Commissioner Brown removed Arrow Court from his priority list due to the fact that no residences were on this dead end road.

Claude Burke and Jerry Canady commented on this issue.

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to put the road back in line to be maintained and use funds from District 1. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. 
Administrator Caime reported that the road department will begin working on the Northern half of the County this year and that Arrow Court will be #11 on the list with a tentative schedule of July.  He emphasized that the July date could change depending on the road departments’ workload.
After discussing the issue, Chairman Oglesby called for a vote. The vote carried 5-0. 

14. New Business 

a) Acceptance of Lynch Drive 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to accept Lynch Drive on the county road system to be maintained as a dirt road. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. 

Keith Nix commented on this issue.
Chairman Oglesby called for the vote. The vote carried 5-0. 

b) Entrance Signs to Hart County 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to put entrance signs out for proposal. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Bid Opening Road Dept. Compaction Rollers 

The following companies submitted sealed bids for the compaction rollers:

d) Letter of Support of Certified Work Ready Community Initiative

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to pursue the Certified Work Ready Community as a demonstration county. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
e) Acceptance of Point Place Road 

Administrator Caime explained that this road was constructed according to County standards.  Commissioner Brown entertained a motion to accept Point Place Road into the county road system. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

f) Lonnie Unruh Subdivision Variance 

After discussing Mr. Unruh request, Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to table the issue. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

g) Mid year audit review with Dept. Heads (Commissioner Dorsey)

Commissioner Dorsey explained that he had this issue placed on the agenda due to his concern that lost revenues from tax digest errors combined with the projected budget deficit may result in financial problems with the FY07 budget.  Commissioner Dorsey    entertained a motion to meet with each department head and go through the budget to possibly cut expenditures for the remainder of FY07. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

h) Max Saver Variance Request - Eddie McCurley 

Mr. McCurley requested that the BOC consider a variance for Max Saver store in order to qualify for a beer & wine license. 
Commissioner Mize entertained a motion not to approve a variance. The motion died from lack of a second. 

15. Public Comment 

Cheryl Costin, Ms. Moncrief, Dr. Manning and Jean Mewborn spoke on behalf of an animal shelter. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to place the animal shelter issue on the March 8 meeting with the City of Hartwell. The motion died from a lack of a second. 

16. Executive Session - Real Estate, potential litigation 
Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to exit into Executive Session to discuss real estate and potential litigation matters as allowed by O.C.G.A. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

With no further action taken during Executive Session, Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to exit and convene the regular meeting. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to authorize the County Attorney to purchase 14 acre tract of land up to the appraised value. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

17. Adjournment 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
