Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize and Ken Brown in attendance.

1. Prayer

2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Call to Order 

· Election of BOC Chairman & Vice Chairman 

Chairman Dorsey entertained a motion to elect Commissioner Oglesby as chairman. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Brown entertained a motion to elect Commissioner Mize as vice chairman. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

Commissioner Mize entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the meeting held December 12th, 2006 as amended. Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.

8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon welcomed Commissioner Brown and congratulated the new officers.
Attorney Gordon reported that the Equal Opportunity Employer Commission has dismissed the complaint filed by former employee Mary Hughes against the county.
9. County Administrator's Report 

County Administrator Jon Caime did not have anything to report. 

10. Chairman's Report 

Chairman Oglesby noted one of his goals for 2007 is to have a closer working relationship with the BOC members, the Board of Education and the City of Hartwell officials. 

Chairman Oglesby requested a meeting be scheduled with the Fire Department Station Commanders and Fire Chief Vickery to outline their goals for the department. 
Chief Vickery agreed to schedule the meeting. 

11. Commissioners' Reports 

Commissioner Dorsey noted that the fencing project at the old Recreation Park needs to be pursued. 

12. Consent Agenda 

a) Solid Waste Manager & Senior Center Director's pay 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to approve the pay scale changes retro active to October 2005 for the Senior Center Director and contingent on the probationary period for the Solid Waste Manager. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

13. Old Business 

a) Board Appointments (2) Joint Development Authority  

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to appoint Ronnie Weaver to serve on the Joint Development Authority. The motion died from lack of a second. 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to re-appoint Roy Crocker to serve on the Joint Development Authority (term expiring December 31, 2010). Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-1 (Commissioner Reyen opposed). 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to re-appoint Vernon Edwards to serve on the Joint Development Authority (term expiring December 31, 2010). Commissioner Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-1 (Commissioner Reyen opposed). 

b) Board Appointment (1) RC&D 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to appoint Joanne Ridgway to serve on the RC&D (term expiring December 31, 2007). Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
c) Library Carpet Bid Award 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to award the library carpet bid to Bower's Flooring and negotiate the estimated price. The motion died from lack of a second. 
Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to award the library carpet bid to Meme's Floor Covering at $40,603.80. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

14. New Business 

a) Addition of divider wall in Literacy Center Lower Level 

Emily Gunnells explained the need to install a permanent divider wall in the lower level of the Literacy Center. She reported that the Literacy Council received two bids to install the wall. The Literacy Council has agreed to pay the expenses to install the permanent wall. 

Commissioner Reyen inquired about folding partitions. Ms. Gunnells explained that there are maintenance issues with folding partitions. 

Commissioner Dorsey entertained a motion to allow the Literacy Council to install the permanent wall. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Declaration of Surplus Surveying Equipment  

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to declare the surveying equipment surplus and take bids on the purchase of the equipment. Commissioner Brown provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
c) Purchasing Schedule 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to extend the contracts for an additional year for lawn care, HVAC maintenance, bush hog and road pipe contingent on the vendors holding the price at the current rate. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

d) Phillips Brothers Subdivision off Norman Road 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to amend the minutes of the meeting of September 12th, 2006 to reflect the property owners Romeo Adams and John Dixon not Tammy Mobley. Chairman Oglesby provided a second to the motion.

Tony Christian property owner adjacent to Norman Road noted that he owns one half of the 10' road easement and he constructed a road on his property according to the county specs. He offered use of the road, utilities and a section of his property to the property owners on Norman Road in exchange for $75,000. 
Brian Christian and Randy Manus commented on subdivision variances. 
e) Patel Beer & Wine Applications 

Chairman Oglesby entertained a motion to grant a beer & wine license to Patel for Lakeside Food Mart and M&M Food Mart. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

f) Fire Truck Purchase request 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to allow the Fire Chief to purchase a 2004 International truck in the amount of $33,500 and a 2003 Chevrolet truck in the amount of $23,000. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
