The Hart County Board of Commissioners met July 11th, 2006 at 5:30 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize and Ricky Carter in attendance.

1. Prayer  

Prayer was offered by Chairman Joey Dorsey.

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order  

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to amend and approve the minutes of the meetings held June 27th and July 7th, 2006. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.  

7. Remarks by Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

· Citizen Members of Courthouse Committee-Report on Status of Committee 

Citizen committee member Hugh Holland gave an update on the status of the courthouse committee meetings.

Commissioners Carter and Reyen thanked Hugh Holland and Charlene Lee for their service on the committee. 

· Request for Temporary Help for Commercial Appraisal-BOA 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve temporary funding in the amount of $2,500 for commercial appraisal. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

· Ga Mtns. RDC - Grants 

Executive Director Ga. Mtns. RDC Danny Lewis reported on the services that the RDC provides for area counties. He introduced David Sargent, Heather Feldman and John Phillips.
Dr. Sargent is the director of the Economic & Community Development Department. He reported on various grants that Hart County has received and current projects that the RDC has assisted with. He said it is important to know what the county needs in order to research the market for grant assistance. 

John Phillips is the Economic Development Representative and explained that he specializing in working with local governments writing and administering federal, state and local grants. He reported that the EIP grant assisted Quality Industries Expansion and helped to keep former NVF employees working. 
Mr. Phillips is currently working with the City of Bowersville with a GEFA loan application for a water project.

Heather Feldman is the Economic Development Representative. She works with member governments to promote economic development through grant writing and administration. She gave a brief update on the Multi Purpose Recreational Facility and the feasibility study that is currently underway. 

Dr. Sargent reported that $500,000 grant has been awarded for the Hartwell Streetscape Phase II project which is out for bid and construction should begin in January.

Commissioner Oglesby inquired if there is grant funds available to ease space issues for the courthouse. Dr. Sargent responded that there are loan funds available through the USDA. 
Commissioner Carter noted that he wanted to make sure that Hart County gets their fair share of grants. He also inquired if there are grant funds available for bridges. Mr. Phillips responded that there may be immediate threat and danger funds available. 
Director Lewis encouraged the BOC to meet with the DOT regional officials, the DOT Commissioner and our local representative for DOT assistance. 

The commissioners thanked the members of the Ga Mtns. RDC for their reports and assistance. 

Director Lewis announced that the RDC is offering Human Resource services for local governments effective July 1st, 2006. He thanked the BOC for inviting them and for their assistance. 
8. Reports by Constitutional Officers & Department Heads  

County Attorney Walter Gordon gave a brief description of House Resolution 1128. 

9. County Administrator's Report  

Chairman Dorsey announced that County Administrator Jon Caime is on vacation with his family. 

10. Chairman's Report 

Chairman Dorsey announced that the BOC will meet with the City of Royston officials July 13th, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. and meet with the City of Hartwell officials July 20th, 2006 at 6:30 p.m. at the Administrative Center.

He announced that the July 14th, 2006 budget work session is cancelled. He reported that two sets of fire fighter turn out gear was damaged from diesel fuel at the site of the truck wreck on I85 Saturday and would need to be replaced. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve $3,000 funding to the Fire Department to replace the turn out gear. 
Chairman Dorsey noted that the county will be reimbursed for the turn out gear from the trucking firm.

Chairman Dorsey also noted that the BOC would need to meet in Executive Session to discuss real estate matters.

11. Commissioners' Reports  

Commissioner Carter noted that in the fall of 2006 Georgia Trend magazine will publish an annual economic development publication that will be delivered to prime prospects for business relocations. 

Commissioner Carter entertained a motion to look into the cost of advertising Hart County in the Georgia Trend magazine. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Carter also noted that the BOC should consider being a member of the National Association of Counties in order for county citizens including the jail population to participate in the Caremark discount prescription drug program. 
Commissioner Carter requested a review of HB848 and the impact that it will have on senior citizens. 

Chairman Dorsey announced that he has received notification from DCA Commissioner Mike Beatty that Hart County has been granted a Tier 1 county to be able to offer incentives to businesses relocating or starting up in the county.
