Hart County Board of Commissioners

March 6th, 2006 Called Meeting

5:30 p.m.

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met March 6th, 2006 at 5:30 p.m. in the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center.

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize and Ricky Carter in attendance. 

The purpose of this meeting was to hold a joint meeting with the Board of Assessors. 

The structural relationship between the BOC and the BOA was discussed. 

The BOA requested an additional person for their staff to help with their workload. 

After discussion, Commissioner Reyen made a motion to grant one additional full time staff member to the BOA staff. Motion was seconded by Commissioner Oglesby. Vote was 5-0. 

Discussion then took place on the BOA staff salary. The BOC directed the County Administrator, Jon Caime, to review and verify the BOA staff salary report and report back on the results of this review. Commissioner Dorsey commented that if salary adjustments are put into place, those adjustments will be made retroactive back to October 1st, 2005 similar to other offices in the County. 

Discussion was made on technical issues such as land unit values, construction costs, neighborhood values, effects of reevaluation on County revenues. 

BOA Chairman Bill Fogerty then reported that the BOA had 816 appeals to hear. The BOA expected an additional 50 or so appeals. So far 237 appeals had been heard, 55 were resolved, 65 will proceed to BOE, 42 appeal results are in the mail to property owners, 71 require additional field work, 4 withdrew their appeal. He expects 70 more to be heard in March. 

Commissioner Carter commented on the need for a policy for open records requests. 

Commissioner Carter made a motion to adjourn. Commissioner Mize provided a second to the motion. Vote 5-0.
