
Hart County Board of Commissioners

November 28th, 2006

The Hart County Board of Commissioners met November 28th, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. at the Hart County Administrative & Emergency Services Center. 

Chairman Joey Dorsey presided with Commissioners R C Oglesby, Daniel Reyen, Gary Mize and Ricky Carter in attendance. 

1. Prayer

Prayer was offered by Commissioner Mize. 

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

Everyone stood in observance of the Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Call to Order  

Chairman Dorsey called the meeting to order. 

4. Welcome 

Chairman Dorsey welcomed those in attendance. 

5. Approve Agenda  

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to amend and approve the meeting agenda as follows:

Add item 14e Watershed Protective Buffer

Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

6. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting(s)

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the meetings held on October 10th, October 17th and November 14th 2006 as amended. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

7. Remarks By Invited Guests, Committees, Authorities 

· Board of Assessors - Revaluation 

BOA Chair Bill Fogerty suggested scheduling a planning conference consisting of designated Board of Assessors, Chief Appraiser, designated Board of Commissioners, County Administrator, Department of Revenue representative, consultants and clerk/planner to identify and evaluate problems in the valuation process. The goal of this planning session would be to create a plan of action identifying the problems that need to be fixed, a timetable for fixing these problems, and cost estimates with a goal of presenting a draft plan to the BOC at their 2nd regular meeting in January. 
Mr. Fogerty requested $4,500 to hire outside consultants and clerk/planner for the process and to hire a temporary clerical staff member during the absence of one of their field appraiser. 

Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to hire outside consultants and clerk/planner not to exceed $4,500 subject to receiving credentials for the consultants. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. 
After discussing the issue, Commissioner Reyen amended the motion to allow the County Administrator and County Attorney to review the consultant's credentials. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the amended motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to allow the BOA to hire a temporary staff member until the field appraiser returns to work in January. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

· Road Pipe Materials  

Paul O'Shield representing Georgia Concrete & Products Association and Tim Williams representing Foley Products Company gave a presentation on reinforced concrete pipe.

8. Reports By Constitutional Officers & Department Heads 

County Attorney Walter Gordon did not have anything to report. 

9. County Administrator's Report  

County Administrator Jon Caime reported that a practicing physician will need to be appointed to complete the unexpired term of Dr. Raber on the Board of Health. 

The BOC directed Administrator Caime to precede with the advertisement requirements for the position. 

10. Chairman's Report  

Chairman Dorsey reported that the DOT will meet at the Lavonia Welcome Center December 7th, 2006 to discuss the I-85 project. 

11. Commissioners' Reports 

Commissioner Reyen requested that the jail inmate food contract be placed on the next meeting agenda for discussion. 

Commissioner Carter gave an Economics 101 presentation and stressed that tourism is part of economic development. 

12. Consent Agenda

13. Old Business

a) Road ROW

Commissioner Carter voiced his concerns about vegetation issues along the county right-of-ways and noted that it would be useful to develop a management plan. He also presented information on chemical application for right-of-ways. 

14. New Business 

a) Library Carpet Bid Opening 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to extend the bid opening until the next regular meeting. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

b) Road Pipe Materials 

Issue was presented in item 7 of the meeting. 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to cancel the second regular scheduled meeting in December due to the holidays. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

c) Tax refund request - Linne'

d) Tax refund request - Oglesby 

Commissioner Reyen had unanswered questions pertaining to the Linne’ refund request.  First question was what specific dates apply to the “three year” eligibility for refunds (i.e. is it three years from date of payment to date of filing for a refund? or is it three years from date of taxes due to date of filing for refund? or some other date milestone?).  A second question was if the BOA board had ruled on the requests during a BOA board meeting.  The final comment was pertaining to a change needed on the tax refund request form for the tax commissioner’s signature. 
Commissioner Reyen entertained a motion to table both tax refund requests until the questions can be answered. Commissioner Carter provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 4-0 (Commissioner Oglesby abstained).
e) Watershed Protection Buffer 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to draft a letter to the Department of Natural Resources supporting a 50' watershed protection buffer. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 
15. Public Comment 

Dorothy Hall commented on property that belonged to her that was sold for back taxes. 

The BOC directed Attorney Gordon to review the issue. 

16. Executive Session 

· Personnel, real estate & pending litigation matters 

Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to exit into Executive Session to discuss personnel, real estate and pending litigation matters as required by O.C.G.A. Commissioner Reyen provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

With no further action taken during Executive Session, Commissioner Oglesby entertained a motion to exit. Chairman Dorsey provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0. 

17. Adjournment 

Chairman Dorsey entertained a motion to adjourn the meeting. Commissioner Oglesby provided a second to the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
